saved. And for this cause God shall send 
them strong delusion, that they should 

believe a lie: That they all might be damned 
who believed not the truth, but had pleasure 

in unrighteousness. 
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GRIEVOUS WOLVES
Acts 20:28-31 Take heed therefore unto 

yourselves, and to all the flock, over the which 
the Holy Ghost hath made you overseers, to 

feed the church of God, which he hath 
purchased with his own blood. For I know this, 
that after my departing shall grievous wolves 

enter in among you, not sparing the flock. Also 
of your own selves shall men arise, speaking 
perverse things, to draw away disciples after 

them. Therefore watch, and remember, that by 
the space of three years I ceased not to warn 

every one night and day with tears. 
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FALSE PROPHETS

Jeremiah 23:20-22 The anger of the LORD 
shall not return, until he have executed, and 
till he have performed the thoughts of his 
heart: in the latter days ye shall consider it 
perfectly. I have not sent these prophets, 

yet they ran: I have not spoken to them, yet 
they prophesied. But if they had stood in my 
counsel, and had caused my people to hear 

my words, then they should have turned 
them from their evil way, and from the evil 

of their doings. 
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FALSE PROPHETS

Matthew 24:11-13 And many 
false prophets shall rise, and shall 

deceive many. And because 
iniquity shall abound, the love of 
many shall wax cold. But he that 
shall endure unto the end, the 

same shall be saved. 
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FALSE PROPHETS & TEACHERS
2 Peter 2:1-3 But there were false prophets 

also among the people, even as there shall be 
false teachers among you, who privily shall 

bring in damnable heresies, even denying the 
Lord that bought them, and bring upon 

themselves swift destruction. And many shall 
follow their pernicious ways; by reason of 

whom the way of truth shall be evil spoken of. 
And through covetousness shall they with 
feigned words make merchandise of you: 

whose judgment now of a long time lingereth
not, and their damnation slumbereth not. 
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DOCTRINE OF CHRIST

1 Timothy 1:3-4 As I besought thee 
to abide still at Ephesus, when I 
went into Macedonia, that thou 
mightest charge some that they
teach no other doctrine, Neither 
give heed to fables and endless 

genealogies, which minister 
questions, rather than godly 

edifying which is in faith: so do. 21



DOCTRINE OF CHRIST

2 John 1:9-11 Whosoever 
transgresseth, and abideth not in the 
doctrine of Christ, hath not God. He 

that abideth in the doctrine of Christ, 
he hath both the Father and the Son. If 

there come any unto you, and bring 
not this doctrine, receive him not into 

your house, neither bid him God 
speed: For he that biddeth him God 
speed is partaker of his evil deeds.

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ANOTHER CHRIST, SPIRIT, GOSPEL
2 Corinthians 11:1-4 Would to God ye could bear 
with me a little in my folly: and indeed bear with 

me. For I am jealous over you with godly 
jealousy: for I have espoused you to one 

husband, that I may present you as a chaste 
virgin to Christ. But I fear, lest by any means, as 
the serpent beguiled Eve through his subtilty, so 

your minds should be corrupted from the 
simplicity that is in Christ. For if he that cometh 

preacheth another Jesus, whom we have not 
preached, or if ye receive another spirit, which ye 

have not received, or another gospel, which ye 
have not accepted, ye might well bear with him. 
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ANOTHER GOSPEL

Galatians 1:6-8 I marvel that ye are so 
soon removed from him that called you 
into the grace of Christ unto another 
gospel: Which is not another; but there 
be some that trouble you, and would 
pervert the gospel of Christ. But though 
we, or an angel from heaven, preach 
any other gospel unto you than that 
which we have preached unto you, let 
him be accursed.

WELL DISGUISED 
FALSE APOSTLES

2 Corinthians 11:12-15 But what I do, that I 
will do, that I may cut off occasion from them 

which desire occasion; that wherein they 
glory, they may be found even as we. 
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Jude 1:3 Beloved, when I gave all diligence to 
write unto you of the common salvation, it was 
needful for me to write unto you, and exhort 
you that ye should earnestly contend for the 

faith which was once delivered unto the saints. 
4 For there are certain men crept in unawares, 

who were before of old ordained to this 
condemnation, ungodly men, turning the grace 
of our God into lasciviousness, and denying the 

only Lord God, and our Lord Jesus Christ.
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Charles Spurgeon: “Those who do away 
with Christian doctrine are, whether 
they are aware of it or not, the worst 

enemies of Christian living. The 
godliness of Puritanism will not long 

survive the sound doctrine of 
Puritanism. The coals of orthodoxy are 

necessary to the fire of piety”
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John 17:17 Sanctify them through thy 
truth: thy word is truth.

2 Timothy 3:16-17 All scripture is given by 
inspiration of God, and is profitable for 
doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for 

instruction in righteousness: That the man of 
God may be perfect, throughly furnished 

unto all good works.
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STUDY - SHUN - CALL OUT

2 Timothy 2:15-18 Study to shew thyself 
approved unto God, a workman that needeth
not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word 

of truth. But shun profane and vain 
babblings: for they will increase unto more 
ungodliness. And their word will eat as doth 

a canker: of whom is Hymenaeus and 
Philetus; Who concerning the truth have 

erred, saying that the resurrection is past 
already; and overthrow the faith of some. 
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TRY – TEST-COMPARE

1 John 4:1 Beloved, believe not every spirit, 
but try the spirits whether they are of God:

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MARK & DELIVER

1 Timothy 1:18-20 This charge I commit 
unto thee, son Timothy, according to the 
prophecies which went before on thee, 
that thou by them mightest war a good 

warfare; Holding faith, and a good 
conscience; which some having put away 
concerning faith have made shipwreck: Of 

whom is Hymenaeus and Alexander; 
whom I have delivered unto Satan, that 

they may learn not to blaspheme. 
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1 Timothy 5:20 Them that sin rebuke before 
all, that others also may fear.

2 Timothy 4:2 Preach the word; be instant in 
season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, 

exhort with all long suffering and doctrine.

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What should we do about it? 
How can we escape the danger of false teaching? 

1.) Love the truth. The people who are 
most likely to accept error are the 
people who are not sufficiently 
dedicated to the truth. (no love of truth)

2.) Study God's word diligently. The way 
to recognize error is to compare it to 
the truth (Acts 17:11; 2 Tim. 2:15; 
3:16,17).

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What should we do about it? 
How can we escape the danger of false teaching?  (cont’d)

3.) Honestly examine ourselves ... 
including every doctrine and practice 
before we accept it (2 Cor. 13:5; I Thess
5:21).

4.) Let God's word be the standard for 
all our spiritual decisions (Gal. 1:6-9; 2 
Tim. 3:16,17; Matt. 15:9; 2 John 9; etc.)
