22:15 Foolishness is bound in the heart of a child; 
but the rod of correction shall drive it far from him. 
23:13–14 Withhold not correction from the child: 
for if thou beatest him with the rod, he shall not 
die. Thou shalt beat him with the rod, and shalt 
deliver his soul from hell. 
29:15 The rod and reproof give wisdom: but a child 
left to himself bringeth his mother to shame. 
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Hebrews 12:7-10  
If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as 
with sons; for what son is he whom the father 
chasteneth not? But if ye be without 
chastisement, whereof all are partakers, then are 
ye bastards, and not sons. Furthermore we have 
had fathers of our flesh which corrected us, and 
we gave them reverence: shall we not much 
rather be in subjection unto the Father of spirits, 
and live? For they verily for a few days chastened 
us after their own pleasure; but he for our profit, 
that we might be partakers of his holiness.

Isaiah 35:3 Strengthen ye the weak hands, and 
confirm the feeble knees. 
Isaiah 61:1 The Spirit of the Lord GOD is upon 
me; because the LORD hath anointed me to 
preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath 
sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to 
proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening 
of the prison to them that are bound; 
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Job 5:17–19  
Behold, happy is the man whom God correcteth: 
therefore despise not thou the chastening of the 
Almighty: For he maketh sore, and bindeth up: 
he woundeth, and his hands make whole. He 
shall deliver thee in six troubles: yea, in seven 
there shall no evil touch thee.
