The meaning of nephilim is debated. Many people
have tried to link it to the Hebrew verb naphal, which
means “to fall.” However, strictly speaking, the plural
participle would be either nophelim or nephulim, and
not nephilim. So some scholars have pointed out
that the related Aramaic language has a noun that
would be nephilin in its plural form, and in Hebrew
this is nephilim. This Aramaic word means “giants”
and Is also the Aramaic word for the constellation
Orion, the giant hunter of mythology.

Another Execration text places the Anakim in the land of Canaan and
even mentions the city of Jerusalem.

The ancient Egyptians also called the inhabitants of the land of
Canaan “Shasu.” A later text entitled The Craft of the Scribe (c. 1250
BC), which was used to train Egyptian scribes, discusses a
Canaanite mountain pass during a past battle:

The face of the pass is dangerous with Shasu, hidden under the
bushes. Some of them are 4 or 5 cubits, nose to foot, with wild
faces.

Egyptian cubits were longer than the Hebrew common cubit. At 20.65
Inches per Egyptian cubit, the Shasu mentioned in this letter would
have measured between 6'10” and 8°7.”



Joshua 11:21-22 And at that time came
Joshua, and cut off the Anakims from the
mountains, from Hebron, from Debir, from
Anab, and from all the mountains of Judah,
and from all the mountains of Israel: Joshua
destroyed them utterly with their cities. There
was none of the Anakims left in the land of
the children of Israel: only in Gaza, in Gath,
and in Ashdod, there remained.



Joshua 14:15 And the name of Hebron before was
Kirjatharba; which Arba was a great man among
the Anakims. And the land had rest from watr.

Joshua 15:13 And unto Caleb the son of
Jephunneh he gave a part among the children of
Judah, according to the commandment of the LORD
to Joshua, even the city of Arba the father of Anak,
which city is Hebron.

Also | brought you up from the
land of Egypt, and led you forty years
through the wilderness, to possess the
land of the Amoirite.



Deuteronomy 2:9-12 And the LORD said unto me,
Distress not the Moabites, neither contend with
them in battle: for | will not give thee of their land for
a possession; because | have given Ar unto the
children of Lot for a possession. The Emims dwelt
therein Iin times past, a people great, and many,
and tall, as the Anakims; Which also were
accounted giants [rephaim], as the Anakims; but
the Moabites call them Emims. The Horims also
dwelt in Seir beforetime; but the children of Esau
succeeded them, when they had destroyed them
from before them, and dwelt in their stead; as Israel
did unto the land of his possession, which the LORD
gave unto them.



Deuteronomy 2:19-23 And when thou comest nigh over
against the children of Ammon, distress them not, nor
meddle with them: for | will not give thee of the land of the
children of Ammon any possession; because | have given it
unto the children of Lot for a possession. (That also was

accounted a land of giants [rephaim]: giants [rephaim]
dwelt therein in old time; and the Ammonites call them
Zamzummims; A people great, and many, and tall, as
the Anakims; but the LORD destroyed them before them;
and they succeeded them, and dwelt in their stead: As he
did to the children of Esau, which dwelt in Seir, when He
destroyed the Horims from before them; and they
succeeded them, and dwelt in their stead even unto this
day: And the Avims which dwelt in Hazerim, even unto
Azzah, the Caphtorims, which came forth out of Caphtor,
destroyed them, and dwelt in their stead.)



Deuteronomy 3:11-13 For only Og king of
Bashan remained of the remnant of giants
[rephaim]; behold, his bedstead was a bedstead
of iron; Is It not in Rabbath of the children of
Ammon? nine cubits was the length thereof, and
four cubits the breadth of it, after the cubit of a
man. And this land, which we possessed at that
time, from Aroer, which is by the river Arnon, and
half mount Gilead, and the cities thereof, gave |
unto the Reubenites and to the Gadites. And the
rest of Gilead, and all Bashan, being the kingdom
of Og, gave | unto the half tribe of Manasseh; all
the region of Argob, with all Bashan, which was
called the land of giants [rephaim].
