(As it is written, I have made thee a father of 
many nations,) before him whom he believed, 
even God, who quickeneth the dead, and calleth 
those things which be not as though they were. 
Who against hope believed in hope, that he 
might become the father of many nations, 
according to that which was spoken, So shall thy 
seed be. And being not weak in faith, he 
considered not his own body now dead, when 
he was about an hundred years old, neither yet 
the deadness of Sara’s womb: 
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Romans 4:17–25 [20-22] 
He staggered not at the promise of God through 
unbelief; but was strong in faith, giving glory to 
God; And being fully persuaded that, what he 
had promised, he was able also to perform. And 
therefore it was imputed to him for 
righteousness.  
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Romans 4:17–25 [23-25] 
Now it was not written for his sake alone, that it 
was imputed to him; But for us also, to whom it 
shall be imputed, if we believe on him that 
raised up Jesus our Lord from the dead; Who 
was delivered for our offences, and was raised 
again for our justification. 
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Matthew  
4:4 But he [Jesus] answered and said, It is 
written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but 
by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth 
of God. 
4:7 Jesus said unto him, It is written again, Thou 
shalt not tempt the Lord thy God. 
4:10 Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence, 
Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the 
Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve.

Then the devil leaveth him, and, behold, angels 
came and ministered unto him. 
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Hebrews 4:1–3  
Let us therefore fear, lest, a promise being left 
us of entering into his rest, any of you should 
seem to come short of it. For unto us was the 
gospel preached, as well as unto them: but the 
word preached did not profit them, not being 
mixed with faith in them that heard it. For we 
which have believed do enter into rest, as he 
said, As I have sworn in my wrath, if they shall 
enter into my rest: although the works were 
finished from the foundation of the world. 
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Hebrews 3:12–19 [12-15] 
Take heed, brethren, lest there be in any of you 
an evil heart of unbelief, in departing from the 
living God. But exhort one another daily, while it 
is called To day; lest any of you be hardened 
through the deceitfulness of sin. For we are 
made partakers of Christ, if we hold the 
beginning of our confidence stedfast unto the 
end; While it is said, To day if ye will hear his 
voice, harden not your hearts, as in the 
provocation.  
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Hebrews 3:12–19 [16-19] 
For some, when they had heard, did provoke: 
howbeit not all that came out of Egypt by 
Moses. But with whom was he grieved forty 
years? was it not with them that had sinned, 
whose carcases fell in the wilderness? And to 
whom sware he that they should not enter into 
his rest, but to them that believed not? So we 
see that they could not enter in because of 
unbelief.

Yea doubtless, and I count all things but loss for the

through the faith of Christ, the righteousness which 
is of God by faith: That I may know him, and the 
power of his resurrection, and the fellowship of his 
sufferings, being made conformable unto his death;

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Mark 9:17–19  
And one of the multitude answered and said, 
Master, I have brought unto thee my son, which 
hath a dumb spirit; And wheresoever he taketh 
him, he teareth him: and he foameth, and 
gnasheth with his teeth, and pineth away: and I 
spake to thy disciples that they should cast him 
out; and they could not. He answereth him, and 
saith, O faithless generation, how long shall I be 
with you? how long shall I suffer you? bring him 
unto me.
