You who live 
by this medicine, speak well of it. Tell to others, 
as you have opportunity, what a Saviour you 
have found…
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It is usual for those who have been relieved, in 
dangerous and complicated diseases, by a skilful
physician, to commend him to others who are 
labouring under the like maladies. We often see 
public acknowledgments to this purpose. If all 
the persons, who have felt the efficacy of a 
dying Saviour's wounds apprehended by faith, 
were to publish their cases, how greatly would 
His power and grace be displayed!

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• Creation shows us that God exists and that He 
is loving towards us (see Part 1).

• Our own conscience bears even greater 
witness to His Character (assuming we have 

not seared it).

In simple terms, for conversational purposes we 
can define sin as something that is against our 

conscience.
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A driver, knowing littering is illegal, yet stuck 
with a foaming, leaking carbonated drink can, 
decides to throw it out the window to avoid 
making a huge mess inside the car. Not ideal, 
but a ‘small’ transgression, excused (at least 
mostly) by the circumstances – and surely one 
more can on the side of the road isn’t going to 
make THAT much difference anyway, right?

WRONG! (in this case at least)
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…the driver of a car a short distance behind the 
offender sees the can rolling across the roadway 
and swerves to miss it, cutting off another 
vehicle. 

The third driver overreacts and harshly collides 
with the center barrier causing both property 
and bodily harm.

Was it a ‘SMALL’ thing?  No.
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Isaiah 55:8–9 

For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither 
are your ways my ways, saith the LORD. For as 
the heavens are higher than the earth, so are 
my ways higher than your ways, and my 
thoughts than your thoughts.

Father knows best!
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In 2014, 652,639 legal induced abortions were 
reported to CDC from 49 reporting areas.

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To begin with, scientifically something very 
radical occurs between the processes of 
gametogenesis and fertilization: the change 
from a simple part of one human being (i.e., a 
sperm) and a simple part of another human 
being (i.e., an “egg”), which simply possess 
"human life", to a new, genetically unique, 
newly existing, individual, whole living human 
being (a single-cell embryonic human zygote).
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That is, upon fertilization, parts of human beings 
have actually been transformed into something 
very different from what they were before; 
they have been changed into a single, whole 
human being. During the process of fertilization, 
the sperm and the “egg” cease to exist as such, 
and a new human being is produced.

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Abortion proponents typically look at the entire 
issue as a complicated mess.

The error: Embryo has less value because it is so 
small.

-If that is true, then a three-foot-tall 10-year-old has 
less value than a full-grown adult.

-Women are worth less than men (since they are 
generally smaller)
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Level of Development

The error: Unborn are less developed, therefore 
have no right to life.

-If that is true then we can kill children because they 
are less developed than adults.

-Mentally challenged children (or adults) are also 
disposable with this mindset, never ‘developing’ as 
others.
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Environment

The error: Being in the womb means you have 
less (or no) value

-If you roll over in your sleep do you become a 
different person? Likewise, a trip of nine inches 
through a birth canal doesn’t change who you are. 
The trip down the birth canal doesn’t ‘magically’ 
transform a non-human into a human.

-Where are you located does not change who you 
are or what you are worth.
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Degree of dependency

The error: Embryo has less (or no) value because 
it is 100% dependent on the mother.

-This is also true of a newborn. It is 100% dependent 
on someone feeding and caring for the child.

-How about those who are ill and require someone 
to care for them? Less valuable?
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Clinics that provide abortions or refer patients to 
places that do would lose federal funding under a 
new Trump administration rule…

The rule, which is to be announced Friday … in this 
withholding money from any facility or program that 
promotes abortion or refers patients to a “caregiver” 
that will provide one.

The policy would be a return to one instituted in 1988 
by President Ronald Reagan that required abortion 
services to have a “physical separation” and “separate 
personnel” from other family planning activities.
