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There Is Unity to the Bible

The entire Bible was written by about 40 individuals 
over 1,500 years, yet it is very consistent in its 
message.

The Bible Is Supported by Archaeology

Archeology for every event in The Bible has not yet
been found, but none has been found that disproves 
any of Scripture.
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Fulfilled Prophecy

Fulfilled prophecy distinguishes the Bible from any 
other religious book.

It does not cast the authors in a very good light

From the fall of mankind to the sins of the 
Patriarchs, Israel, the Apostles and the early church

Consistency of Manuscripts

Thousands of manuscripts have been discovered
dating back over two thousand years with almost no 
variation 13

1 Corinthians 1:18–31 [18-20]

For the preaching of the cross is to them that 
perish foolishness; but unto us which are saved 
it is the power of God. For it is written, I will 
destroy the wisdom of the wise, and will bring 
to nothing the understanding of the prudent. 
Where is the wise? where is the scribe? where is 
the disputer of this world? hath not God made 
foolish the wisdom of this world? 
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1 Corinthians 1:18–31 [21-24]

For after that in the wisdom of God the world by 
wisdom knew not God, it pleased God by the 
foolishness of preaching to save them that 
believe. For the Jews require a sign, and the 
Greeks seek after wisdom: But we preach Christ 
crucified, unto the Jews a stumblingblock, and 
unto the Greeks foolishness; But unto them 
which are called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ 
the power of God, and the wisdom of God.

Because the foolishness of God is wiser than 
men; and the weakness of God is stronger than 
men. For ye see your calling, brethren, how that 
not many wise men after the flesh, not many 
mighty, not many noble, are called: But God 
hath chosen the foolish things of the world to 
confound the wise; and God hath chosen the 
weak things of the world to confound the things 
which are mighty; 
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1 Corinthians 1:18–31 [28-31]

And base things of the world, and things which 
are despised, hath God chosen, yea, and things 
which are not, to bring to nought things that 
are: That no flesh should glory in his presence. 
But of him are ye in Christ Jesus, who of God is 
made unto us wisdom, and righteousness, and 
sanctification, and redemption: That, according 
as it is written, He that glorieth, let him glory in 
the Lord.
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1 Corinthians 2:12–14 

Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, 
but the spirit which is of God; that we might know 
the things that are freely given to us of God. Which 
things also we speak, not in the words which man’s 
wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost 
teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual. 
But the natural man receiveth not the things of the 
Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: 
neither can he know them, because they are 
spiritually discerned.
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• Yes, I do believe the Earth is about 6,000 years
old.

• Yes, I do believe that Jonah spent three days in 
the belly of a great fish.

• Yes, I do believe that a donkey spoke with a
man’s voice and a woman turned into a pillar 
of salt.

• But, most importantly I believe…
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…I was condemned to destruction by my own 
sinful actions

…That God sent His only begotten Son, Jesus 
Christ, to die for my sins so that I, by His 
sacrifice, can avoid the condemnation I 
deserved and live with Him forever in paradise.

Yep, that’s me ☺
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The World attempts to frame this argument in a 
manner that allows no room for honest 
consideration of the truth – many minds are 
trapped in this framework

Examples of framing:

-Faith is contrary to reason
Acting on faith requires the suspension of reason

-Religion is the opposite of science
Believing in the Supernatural eliminates the
possibility of being ‘scientific’
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And here is a BIG one…

-Science is proven fact

Science doesn’t require faith - many hold this idea 
not really thinking it to the end, the faithful end…
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Many ask the question “Why do you believe the 
Bible?” or “Why do you take the Bible so 
literally?”

The real question is why WOULDN’T a person 
believe what the Bible says?

What real, objective, hard evidence exists that 
proves the Bible is false?

THERE IS NONE
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Everyday life is filled with faithful actions, 
reasonable, evidence-based faith.

For example:

Flipping a light switch is an act of faith – we do it in 
full (faithful) expectation that the light will turn on 
(or off as the case may be)

In this case, our faith is the basis on which we take 
the action, the substance of our actions, in hope 
[earnest expectation], that the light will work.
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The real question is about sin – are you not 
concerned about it? Do you not have guilt when 
you commit it? Would you not prefer it didn’t 
exist in the world?

Why then would someone dismiss the one text 
that offers both an explanation of why mankind 
is that way AND a solution to the problem?

Why would someone so vehemently despise this
information sent to us by the Creator of
everything?
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Proverbs 1:7 

The fear of the LORD is the beginning of 
knowledge: but fools despise wisdom and 
instruction.

James 1:5 

If any of you lack wisdom, let him ask of God, 
that giveth to all men liberally, and upbraideth
not; and it shall be given him.
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James 3:13–17 
Who is a wise man and endued with knowledge among 
you? let him shew out of a good conversation his works 
with meekness of wisdom. But if ye have bitter envying 
and strife in your hearts, glory not, and lie not against 
the truth. This wisdom descendeth not from above, but 
is earthly, sensual, devilish. For where envying and 
strife is, there is confusion and every evil work. But the 
wisdom that is from above is first pure, then 
peaceable, gentle, and easy to be intreated, full of 
mercy and good fruits, without partiality, and without 
hypocrisy.

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Don’t debate from ‘reason’

For example:

-Pedophiles say they were born with these 
‘feelings’ – that it is an urge they must obey, that 
they were born that way – certainly, pedophilia 
is wrong in all cases (duh, everyone knows that)

-How then is homosexuality any different?

BEWARE!
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Colossians 2:6–10 

As ye have therefore received Christ Jesus the Lord, 
so walk ye in him: Rooted and built up in him, and 
stablished in the faith, as ye have been taught, 
abounding therein with thanksgiving. Beware lest 
any man spoil you through philosophy and vain 
deceit, after the tradition of men, after the 
rudiments of the world, and not after Christ. For in 
him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily. 
And ye are complete in him, which is the head of all 
principality and power:
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Examples of Framing:

- Homophobia

The idea that if you think homosexuality is a sin you 
are fearful and hateful

- ‘Love’ is always good

How could God not be pleased with two people who 
love each other?
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Romans 1:28–32 

And even as they did not like to retain God in their 
knowledge, God gave them over to a reprobate mind, to 
do those things which are not convenient; Being filled 
with all unrighteousness, fornication, wickedness, 
covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy, murder, debate, 
deceit, malignity; whisperers, Backbiters, haters of God, 
despiteful, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, 
disobedient to parents, Without understanding, 
covenantbreakers, without natural affection, implacable, 
unmerciful: Who knowing the judgment of God, that they 
which commit such things are worthy of death, not only 
do the same, but have pleasure in them that do them. 63
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1 Peter 3:14–15 

But and if ye suffer for righteousness’ sake, 
happy are ye: and be not afraid of their terror, 
neither be troubled; But sanctify the Lord God 
in your hearts: and be ready always to give an 
answer to every man that asketh you a reason of 
the hope that is in you with meekness and fear:
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2 Timothy 2:12 

If we suffer, we shall also reign with him: if we 
deny him, he also will deny us:

Whosoever therefore shall be ashamed of me
