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There are certain Prophetic passages in the Old
Testament, which, apart from the light afforded by
the New, might be taken as relating to “Israel after
the flesh,” and as foretelling the restoration, at
some future day, of their national greatness. The
erroneous doctrine of the teachers of Israel was
based upon an unspiritual interpretation of their
own Scriptures; for “they know not the voices of
their prophets which were read every Sabbath day.”

The Hope Of Israel, What Is It?






The Old Testament is primarily concerned with the people of
Israel--the elect descendants of Abraham -- whom God called
to be His peculiar people. Israel constituted a nation amongst
other nations with a monarchy, a temple and a priesthood. The
Old Testament is primarily the story of this nation, her wars with
other nations, religious revival and apostasies, her final political
defeat and captivity at the hands of Assyria and Babylon, and
finally the return of a remnant of the people to their land in
Palestine in the days of Ezra and Nehemiah. Throughout the
period of the monarchy and captivity prophets appeared among
the people of Israel to proclaim God's judgment upon the nation
because of her apostasy, but also to announce that Israel's
apostasy was not final and irremedial. In the indeterminate
future God would bring about a revival among the people so
that they would turn in repentance and obedience to Him. This
would in turn result in God's favor upon the nation, and Israel
would be restored in peace and prosperity to inherit the land.



In the Old Testament the eschatological salvation is
always pictured in terms of the national, theocratic fate
of the people of Israel. There are no clear prophecies
of the Christian Church as such in the Old Testament.
The Gentiles do indeed have a place In Israel's future,
but there is no uniform concept in the Old Testament
of what that place will be. Sometimes the Gentiles will
be subdued by force and compelled to serve Israel
(Amos 9:12; Micah 5:9-13; 7:16-17; Isaiah 45:6-7;
49:23; 60:12, 14). On other occasions the Gentiles are
seen as being converted to the faith of Israel so as to
serve Israel's God (Zephaniah 3:9, 20; Isaiah 2:2-4;
42:6-7, 60:1-14; Zechariah 8:20-23; 14:16-19). Israel
remains the people of God, and the future salvation is
first of all Israel's salvation.




When we turn to the New Testament, we meet a very
different situation. Jesus offered Himself to Israel as her
Messiah only to be rejected and finally crucified. As a result,
"the kingdom of God will be taken away from you [Israel] and
given to a nation producing the fruits of it" (Matthew 21:43).
However, a remnant of the people did respond to His
message and became His disciples. Acts tells the story of
the birthday of the church at Pentecost; but this church is
radically different from Israel. Instead of being a nation, the
church was an open fellowship of people who believed that
Jesus was the Messiah. At first the church consisted largely
of Jews, but Acts tells us the story of how the church moved
out into the Gentile world, accepted many Gentiles into its
fellowship, and concludes with the story of Paul preaching to
a largely Gentile church in Rome. Eschatology in the New
Testament deals largely with the destiny of the church.



Here we have two different stories: the story of the nation Israel
and the story of the church. What are we to make of this
apparent dilemma?

Two radically different answers have been proposed and every
student of prophecy must choose between them. The first is to
conclude that God has two different programs: one for Israel
and one for the church. Israel was and remains and is to be the
theocratic people who are destined to inherit the promised land
of Palestine, for whom Jesus will be the literal Davidic king,
when the prophecies of the Old Testament will be literally
fulfilled...The second way of interpreting prophecy is to
recognize progressive revelation and to interpret the Old
Testament by the New Testament...the Old Testament must be
Interpreted (and often reinterpreted) by the new revelation
given in the person and mission of Jesus Christ.

And they shall say, This land that was desolate is become like
the garden of Eden; and the waste and desolate and ruined
cities are become fenced, and are inhabited. Then the heathen
that are left round about you shall know that | the LORD build the
ruined places, and plant that that was desolate: | the LORD have
spoken it, and | will do it. Thus saith the Lord GOD,; I will yet for this
be inquired of by the house of Israel, to do it for them; | will increase
them with men like a flock. As the holy flock, as the flock of
Jerusalem in her solemn feasts; so shall the waste cities be filled with
flocks of men: and they shall know that | am the LORD.



Ezekiel 37:21-24 And say unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD;
Behold, | will take the children of Israel from among the
heathen, whither they be gone, and will gather them on
every side, and bring them into their own land: And | will
make them one nation in the land upon the mountains of
Israel; and one king shall be king to them all: and they shall
be no more two nations, neither shall they be divided into
two kingdoms any more at all: Neither shall they defile
themselves any more with their idols, nor with their detestable
things, nor with any of their transgressions: but | will save them
out of all their dwellingplaces, wherein they have sinned, and
will cleanse them: so shall they be My people, and | will be their
God. And David My servant shall be king over them; and they
all shall have one shepherd: they shall also walk in My
judgments, and observe My statutes, and do them.



Ezekiel 37:25-28 And they shall dwell in the land that | have
given unto Jacob My servant, wherein your fathers have dwelt;
and they shall dwell therein, even they, and their children, and
their children's children for ever: and My servant David shall
be their prince for ever. Moreover | will make a covenant of
peace with them; it shall be an everlasting covenant with
them: and | will place them, and multiply them, and will set My
sanctuary in the midst of them for evermore. My tabernacle
also shall be with them: yea, | will be their God, and they
shall be My people. [quoted in Rev 21:3] And the heathen shall
know that | the LORD do sanctify Israel, when My sanctuary
shall be in the midst of them for evermore.



Jeremiah 32:36-43 And now therefore thus saith the LORD, the
God of Israel, concerning this city, whereof ye say, It shall be
delivered into the hand of the king of Babylon by the sword, and by
the famine, and by the pestilence; Behold, I will gather them out of
all countries, whither | have driven them in Mine anger, and in My
fury, and in great wrath; and | will bring them again unto this place,
and | will cause them to dwell safely: And they shall be My people,
and | will be their God: And | will give them one heart, and one
way, that they may fear Me for ever, for the good of them, and of
their children after them: And | will make an everlasting covenant
with them, that I will not turn away from them, to do them good; but
| will put my fear in their hearts, that they shall not depart from Me.
Yea, | will rejoice over them to do them good, and | will plant them
In this land assuredly with my whole heart and with My whole soul.
For thus saith the LORD; Like as | have brought all this great evil
upon this people, so will | bring upon them all the good that | have
promised them. And fields shall be bought in this land, whereof ye
say, It is desolate without man or beast; it is given into the hand of
the Chaldeans.



Ezekiel 40:1-4 In the five and twentieth year of our
captivity, in the beginning of the year, in the tenth day of
the month, in the fourteenth year after that the city was
smitten, in the selfsame day the hand of the LORD was
upon me, and brought me thither. In the visions of God
brought he me into the land of Israel, and set me upon a
very high mountain, by which was as the frame of a city on
the south. And he brought me thither, and, behold, there
was a man, whose appearance was like the appearance of
brass, with a line of flax in his hand, and a measuring reed;
and he stood in the gate. And the man said unto me, Son of
man, behold with thine eyes, and hear with thine ears, and
set thine heart upon all that | shall shew thee; for to the
intent that | might shew them unto thee art thou brought
hither: declare all that thou seest to the house of Israel.



Ezekiel 10:18-19 Then the glory of the LORD departed from off the
threshold of the house, and stood over the cherubims. And the
cherubims lifted up their wings, and mounted up from the earth in
my sight: when they went out, the wheels also were beside them,
and every one stood at the door of the east gate of the LORD'S
house; and the glory of the God of Israel was over them above.

Ezekiel 43:1-4 Afterward he brought me to the gate, even the gate
that looketh toward the east: And, behold, the glory of the God of
Israel came from the way of the east: and his voice was like a noise
of many waters: and the earth shined with his glory. And it was
according to the appearance of the vision which | saw, even
according to the vision that | saw when | came to destroy the city:
and the visions were like the vision that | saw by the river Chebar;
and | fell upon my face. And the glory of the LORD came into the
house by the way of the gate whose prospect is toward the east.
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What is the fulflllment of this vision?”
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Is it Solomon’s Temple?
Is it Zerubbabel’s Temple?
Is it a Millennial Temple?

Is it the Church?



Hebrews 7:11-12 If therefore perfection were by
the Levitical priesthood, (for under it the people
received the law,) what further need was there that
another priest should rise after the order of
Melchisedec, and not be called after the order of
Aaron? For the priesthood being changed, there is
made of necessity a change also of the law.



Hebrews 7:13-19 For He of whom these things are
spoken pertaineth to another tribe, of which no man gave
attendance at the altar. For it is evident that our Lord
sprang out of Juda; of which tribe Moses spake nothing
concerning priesthood. And it is yet far more evident: for
that after the similitude of Melchisedec there ariseth
another Priest, Who is made, not after the law of a carnal
commandment, but after the power of an endless life. For
He testifieth, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of
Melchisedec. For there is verily a disannulling of the
commandment going before for the weakness and
unprofitableness thereof. For the law made nothing
perfect, but the bringing in of a better hope did; by the
which we draw nigh unto God.



Hebrews 7:20-28 And inasmuch as not without an oath He was made
priest: (For those priests were made without an oath; but this with an
oath by Him that said unto Him, The Lord sware and will not repent,
Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec:) By so
much was Jesus made a surety of a better testament. And they truly
were many priests, because they were not suffered to continue by
reason of death: But this man, because He continueth ever, hath an
unchangeable priesthood. Wherefore He is able also to save them to
the uttermost that come unto God by Him, seeing He ever liveth to
make intercession for them. For such an high priest became us, who is
holy, harmless, undefiled, separate from sinners, and made higher
than the heavens; Who needeth not daily, as those high priests, to
offer up sacrifice, first for His own sins, and then for the people's: for
this He did once, when He offered up Himself. For the law maketh
men high priests which have infirmity; but the word of the oath,
which was since the law, maketh the Son, who is consecrated for
evermore.



Hebrews 10:1-2 For the law having a shadow of
good things to come, and not the very image of the
things, can never with those sacrifices which they
offered year by year continually make the comers
thereunto perfect. For then would they not have
ceased to be offered? because that the worshippers

once purged should have had no more conscience
of sins.



Hebrews 10:3-10 But in those sacrifices there is a
remembrance again made of sins every year. For it is not
possible that the blood of bulls and of goats should take
away sins. Wherefore when He cometh into the world, He
saith, Sacrifice and offering Thou wouldest not, but a body
hast Thou prepared Me: In burnt offerings and sacrifices for
sin Thou hast had no pleasure. Then said |, Lo, | come (in
the volume of the book it is written of Me,) to do thy will, O
God. Above when He said, Sacrifice and offering and burnt
offerings and offering for sin thou wouldest not, neither
hadst pleasure therein; which are offered by the law; Then
said He, Lo, | come to do Thy will, O God. He taketh away
the first, that He may establish the second. By the which
will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of
Jesus Christ once for all.



Hebrews 10:11-18 And every priest standeth daily
ministering and offering oftentimes the same sacrifices,
which can never take away sins: But this Man, after He
had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the
right hand of God; From henceforth expecting till His
enemies be made His footstool. For by one offering He
hath perfected for ever them that are sanctified. Whereof
the Holy Spirit also is a witness to us: for after that He had
said before, This is the covenant that | will make with them
after those days, saith the Lord, | will put My laws into their
hearts, and in their minds will | write them; And their sins
and iniquities will | remember no more. Now where
remission of these is, there is no more offering for sin.



Ezekiel 45:17 And it shall be the prince's part to give
burnt offerings, and meat offerings, and drink
offerings, in the feasts, and in the new moons, and
in the sabbaths, in all solemnities of the house of
Israel: he shall prepare the sin offering, and the
meat offering, and the burnt offering, and the peace
offerings, to make reconciliation for the house of
Israel.



Ezekiel 45:21-22 In the first month, in the
fourteenth day of the month, ye shall have the
passover, a feast of seven days; unleavened bread
shall be eaten. And upon that day shall the prince
prepare for himself and for all the people of the
land a bullock for a sin offering.



Isaiah 42:6-7 | the LORD have called Thee in
righteousness, and will hold Thine hand, and will
keep Thee, and give Thee for a covenant of the
people, for a light of the Gentiles; To open the
blind eyes, to bring out the prisoners from the
prison, and them that sit in darkness out of the
prison house.




Isaiah 49:5-7 And now, saith the LORD that formed Me
from the womb to be His servant, to bring Jacob again to
Him, Though Israel be not gathered, yet shall | be glorious
in the eyes of the LORD, and My God shall be My strength.
And He said, It is a light thing that Thou shouldest be My
servant to raise up the tribes of Jacob, and to restore the
preserved of Israel: | will also give Thee for a light to the
Gentiles, that Thou mayest be My salvation unto the end
of the earth. Thus saith the LORD, the Redeemer of Israel,
and his Holy One, to Him whom man despiseth, to Him
whom the nation abhorreth, to a servant of rulers, Kings
shall see and arise, princes also shall worship, because of
the LORD that is faithful, and the Holy One of Israel, and
He shall choose Thee.



Isaiah 49:8-11 Thus saith the LORD, In an acceptable time
have | heard Thee, and in a day of salvation have | helped
Thee: and | will preserve Thee, and give Thee for a
covenant of the people, to establish the earth, to cause to
inherit the desolate heritages; That Thou mayest say to
the prisoners, Go forth; to them that are in darkness,
Shew yourselves. They shall feed in the ways, and their
pastures shall be in all high places. They shall not hunger
nor thirst; neither shall the heat nor sun smite them: for
He that hath mercy on them shall lead them, even by the
springs of water shall He guide them. And | will make all
My mountains a way, and My highways shall be exalted.



Isaiah 55:1-7 Ho, every one that thirsteth, come ye to the waters,
and he that hath no money; come ye, buy, and eat; yea, come, buy
wine and milk without money and without price. Wherefore do ye
spend money for that which is not bread? and your labour for that
which satisfieth not? hearken diligently unto me, and eat ye that
which is good, and let your soul delight itself in fatness. Incline your
ear, and come unto me: hear, and your soul shall live; and | will
make an everlasting covenant with you, even the sure mercies of
David. Behold, | have given him for a witness to the people, a leader
and commander to the people. Behold, thou shalt call a nation that
thou knowest not, and nations that knew not thee shall run unto
thee because of the LORD thy God, and for the Holy One of Israel;
for He hath glorified thee. Seek ye the LORD while He may be
found, call ye upon him while He is near: Let the wicked forsake his
way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts: and let him return unto
the LORD, and He will have mercy upon him; and to our God, for He
will abundantly pardon.



Jeremiah 23:3-8 And | will gather the remnant of My flock out of all
countries whither | have driven them, and will bring them again to
their folds; and they shall be fruitful and increase. And | will set up
shepherds over them which shall feed them: and they shall fear no
more, nor be dismayed, neither shall they be lacking, saith the
LORD. Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that | will raise unto
David a righteous Branch, and a King shall reign and prosper, and
shall execute judgment and justice in the earth. In his days Judah
shall be saved, and Israel shall dwell safely: and this is his name
whereby he shall be called, THE LORD OUR RIGHTEOUSNESS.
Therefore, behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that they shall no
more say, The LORD liveth, which brought up the children of Israel
out of the land of Egypt; But, The LORD liveth, which brought up
and which led the seed of the house of Israel out of the north
country, and from all countries whither | had driven them; and they
shall dwell in their own land.



Jeremiah 33:14-17 Behold, the days come, saith the
LORD, that I will perform that good thing which | have
promised unto the house of Israel and to the house of
Judah. In those days, and at that time, will | cause the
Branch of righteousness to grow up unto David; and He
shall execute judgment and righteousness in the land. In
those days shall Judah be saved, and Jerusalem shall
dwell safely: and this is the name wherewith she shall be
called, The LORD our righteousness. For thus saith the
LORD; David shall never want a man to sit upon the
throne of the house of Israel.



Isaiah 11:1-10 And there shall come forth a rod out of the stem of Jesse, and a
Branch shall grow out of his roots: And the spirit of the LORD shall rest upon
Him, the spirit of wisdom and understanding, the spirit of counsel and might,
the spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the LORD; And shall make Him of
quick understanding in the fear of the LORD: and He shall not judge after the
sight of His eyes, neither reprove after the hearing of His ears: But with
righteousness shall He judge the poor, and reprove with equity for the meek of
the earth: and He shall smite the earth with the rod of His mouth, and with the
breath of His lips shall He slay the wicked. And righteousness shall be the girdle of
His loins, and faithfulness the girdle of His reins. The wolf also shall dwell with
the lamb, and the leopard shall lie down with the kid; and the calf and the
young lion and the fatling together; and a little child shall lead them. And the
cow and the bear shall feed; their young ones shall lie down together: and the
lion shall eat straw like the ox. And the sucking child shall play on the hole of
the asp, and the weaned child shall put his hand on the cockatrice' den. They
shall not hurt nor destroy in all My holy mountain: for the earth shall be full of
the knowledge of the LORD, as the waters cover the sea. And in that day there
shall be a root of Jesse, which shall stand for an ensign of the people; to it shall
the Gentiles seek: and His rest shall be glorious.



Isaiah 11:11-16 And it shall come to pass in that day, that the Lord shall
set his hand again the second time to recover the remnant of His people,
which shall be left, from Assyria, and from Egypt, and from Pathros, and
from Cush, and from Elam, and from Shinar, and from Hamath, and from
the islands of the sea. And He shall set up an ensign for the nations, and
shall assemble the outcasts of Israel, and gather together the dispersed of
Judah from the four corners of the earth. The envy also of Ephraim shall
depart, and the adversaries of Judah shall be cut off: Ephraim shall not
envy Judah, and Judah shall not vex Ephraim. But they shall fly upon the
shoulders of the Philistines toward the west; they shall spoil them of the
east together: they shall lay their hand upon Edom and Moab; and the
children of Ammon shall obey them. And the LORD shall utterly destroy
the tongue of the Egyptian sea; and with His mighty wind shall He shake
His hand over the river, and shall smite it in the seven streams, and make
men go over dryshod. And there shall be an highway for the remnant of
His people, which shall be left, from Assyria; like as it was to Israel in the
day that he came up out of the land of Egypt.



Zechariah 6:9-13 And the word of the LORD came unto
me, saying, Take of them of the captivity, even of Heldai,
of Tobijah, and of Jedaiah, which are come from Babylon,
and come thou the same day, and go into the house of
Josiah the son of Zephaniah; Then take silver and gold,
and make crowns, and set them upon the head of Joshua
the son of Josedech, the high priest; And speak unto him,
saying, Thus speaketh the LORD of hosts, saying, Behold
the man whose name is The BRANCH; and He shall grow
up out of His place, and He shall build the temple of the
LORD: Even He shall build the temple of the LORD; and
He shall bear the glory, and shall sit and rule upon His
throne; and He shall be a priest upon His throne: and the
counsel of peace shall be between them both.



Isaiah 16:1-5 Send ye the lamb to the ruler of the land
from Sela to the wilderness, unto the mount of the
daughter of Zion. For it shall be, that, as a wandering
bird cast out of the nest, so the daughters of Moab
shall be at the fords of Arnon. Take counsel, execute
judgment; make thy shadow as the night in the midst
of the noonday; hide the outcasts; bewray not him that
wandereth. Let mine outcasts dwell with thee, Moab;
be thou a covert to them from the face of the spoiller:
for the extortioner is at an end, the spoiler ceaseth,
the oppressors are consumed out of the land. And in
mercy shall the throne be established: and he
shall sit upon it in truth in the tabernacle of David,
judging, and seeking judgment, and hasting
righteousness.
