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Daniel 9:1-3 In the first year of Darius the 
son of Ahasuerus, of the seed of the 
Medes, which was made king over the 
realm of the Chaldeans; In the first year of 
his reign I Daniel understood by books the 
number of the years, whereof the word of 
the LORD came to Jeremiah the prophet, 
that He would accomplish seventy years in 
the desolations of Jerusalem. And I set my 
face unto the Lord God, to seek by prayer 
and supplications, with fasting, and 
sackcloth, and ashes: 



Daniel 9:4-6 And I prayed unto the LORD my 
God, and made my confession, and said, O 
Lord, the great and dreadful God, keeping the 
covenant and mercy to them that love Him, 
and to them that keep His commandments; 
We have sinned, and have committed iniquity, 
and have done wickedly, and have rebelled, 
even by departing from Thy precepts and from 
Thy judgments: Neither have we hearkened 
unto Thy servants the prophets, which spake 
in Thy name to our kings, our princes, and our 
fathers, and to all the people of the land. 



Daniel 9:7-9 O Lord, righteousness belongeth
unto Thee, but unto us confusion of faces, as 
at this day; to the men of Judah, and to the 
inhabitants of Jerusalem, and unto all Israel, 
that are near, and that are far off, through all 
the countries whither Thou hast driven them, 
because of their trespass that they have 
trespassed against Thee. O Lord, to us 
belongeth confusion of face, to our kings, to 
our princes, and to our fathers, because we 
have sinned against Thee. To the Lord our 
God belong mercies and forgivenesses, 
though we have rebelled against Him; 



Daniel 9:11-12 Yea, all Israel have 
transgressed Thy law, even by departing, that 
they might not obey Thy voice; therefore the 
curse is poured upon us, and the oath that 
is written in the law of Moses the servant of 
God, because we have sinned against Him. 
And He hath confirmed His words, which He 
spake against us, and against our judges that 
judged us, by bringing upon us a great evil: for 
under the whole heaven hath not been done as 
hath been done upon Jerusalem. 



Daniel 9:13-15 As it is written in the law of 
Moses, all this evil is come upon us: yet made 
we not our prayer before the LORD our God, 
that we might turn from our iniquities, and 
understand Thy truth. Therefore hath the LORD 
watched upon the evil, and brought it upon us: 
for the LORD our God is righteous in all His 
works which He doeth: for we obeyed not His 
voice. And now, O Lord our God, that hast 
brought Thy people forth out of the land of 
Egypt with a mighty hand, and hast gotten Thee 
renown, as at this day; we have sinned, we 
have done wickedly. 



Deuteronomy 30:1-4 And it shall come to pass, 
when all these things are come upon thee, the 
blessing and the curse, which I have set before thee, 
and thou shalt call them to mind among all the 
nations, whither the LORD thy God hath driven thee, 
And shalt return unto the LORD thy God, and shalt 
obey His voice according to all that I command thee 
this day, thou and thy children, with all thine heart, 
and with all thy soul; That then the LORD thy God 
will turn thy captivity, and have compassion upon 
thee, and will return and gather thee from all the 
nations, whither the LORD thy God hath scattered 
thee. If any of thine be driven out unto the outmost 
parts of heaven, from thence will the LORD thy God 
gather thee, and from thence will He fetch thee: 



Leviticus 26:33-45 And I will scatter you among the heathen, 
and will draw out a sword after you: and your land shall be 
desolate, and your cities waste. Then shall the land enjoy her 
Sabbaths, as long as it lieth desolate, and ye be in your 
enemies' land; even then shall the land rest, and enjoy her 
Sabbaths. As long as it lieth desolate it shall rest; because it 
did not rest in your Sabbaths, when ye dwelt upon it. And upon 
them that are left alive of you I will send a faintness into their 
hearts in the lands of their enemies; and the sound of a shaken 
leaf shall chase them; and they shall flee, as fleeing from a 
sword; and they shall fall when none pursueth. And they shall 
fall one upon another, as it were before a sword, when none 
pursueth: and ye shall have no power to stand before your 
enemies. And ye shall perish among the heathen, and the land 
of your enemies shall eat you up. And they that are left of you 
shall pine away in their iniquity in your enemies' lands; and 
also in the iniquities of their fathers shall they pine away with 
them.



Leviticus 26:33-45 If they shall confess their iniquity, and the 
iniquity of their fathers, with their trespass which they trespassed 
against Me, and that also they have walked contrary unto Me; 
And that I also have walked contrary unto them, and have 
brought them into the land of their enemies; if then their 
uncircumcised hearts be humbled, and they then accept of the 
punishment of their iniquity: Then will I remember My covenant 
with Jacob, and also My covenant with Isaac, and also My 
covenant with Abraham will I remember; and I will remember the 
land. The land also shall be left of them, and shall enjoy her 
Sabbaths, while she lieth desolate without them: and they shall 
accept of the punishment of their iniquity: because, even because 
they despised My judgments, and because their soul abhorred 
My statutes. And yet for all that, when they be in the land of their 
enemies, I will not cast them away, neither will I abhor them, to 
destroy them utterly, and to break My covenant with them: for I 
am the LORD their God. But I will for their sakes remember 
the covenant of their ancestors, whom I brought forth out of 
the land of Egypt in the sight of the heathen, that I might be 
their God: I am the LORD.



Daniel 9:16-17 O Lord, according to all 
Thy righteousness, I beseech thee, let 
Thine anger and Thy fury be turned away 
from Thy city Jerusalem, Thy holy 
mountain: because for our sins, and for 
the iniquities of our fathers, Jerusalem and 
Thy people are become a reproach to all 
that are about us. Now therefore, O our 
God, hear the prayer of Thy servant, and 
his supplications, and cause Thy face to 
shine upon Thy sanctuary that is desolate, 
for the Lord's sake. 



Daniel 9:18-19 O my God, incline Thine ear, 
and hear; open Thine eyes, and behold our 
desolations, and the city which is called by Thy 
name: for we do not present our supplications 
before Thee for our righteousnesses, but for 
Thy great mercies. O Lord, hear; O Lord, 
forgive; O Lord, hearken and do; defer not, for 
Thine own sake, O my God: for Thy city and 
Thy people are called by Thy name. 



Judah & Israel Regathered



Jeremiah 30:3-8 For, lo, the days come, saith the 
LORD, that I will bring again the captivity of My people 
Israel and Judah, saith the LORD: and I will cause 
them to return to the land that I gave to their fathers, 
and they shall possess it. And these are the words that 
the LORD spake concerning Israel and concerning Judah. 
For thus saith the LORD; We have heard a voice of 
trembling, of fear, and not of peace. Ask ye now, and see 
whether a man doth travail with child? wherefore do I see 
every man with his hands on his loins, as a woman in 
travail, and all faces are turned into paleness? Alas! for 
that day is great, so that none is like it: it is even the time 
of Jacob's trouble; but he shall be saved out of it. For it 
shall come to pass in that day, saith the LORD of hosts, 
that I will break his yoke from off thy neck, and will burst 
thy bonds, and strangers shall no more serve themselves 
of him:



Jeremiah 30:18-22 Thus saith the LORD; Behold, I will 
bring again the captivity of Jacob's tents, and have 
mercy on his dwellingplaces; and the city shall be 
builded upon her own heap, and the palace shall 
remain after the manner thereof. And out of them shall 
proceed thanksgiving and the voice of them that make 
merry: and I will multiply them, and they shall not be few; 
I will also glorify them, and they shall not be small. Their 
children also shall be as aforetime, and their 
congregation shall be established before Me, and I will 
punish all that oppress them. And their nobles shall be of 
themselves, and their governor shall proceed from the 
midst of them; and I will cause him to draw near, and he 
shall approach unto Me: for who is this that engaged his 
heart to approach unto Me? saith the LORD.

Thou shalt yet plant vines 
upon the mountains of Samaria: the planters shall plant, and 
shall eat them as common things. For there shall be a day, that
the watchmen upon the mount Ephraim shall cry, Arise ye, and 
let us go up to Zion unto the LORD our God. For thus saith the 
LORD; Sing with gladness for Jacob, and shout among the 
chief of the nations: publish ye, praise ye, and say, O LORD, 
save Thy people, the remnant of Israel.



Jeremiah 31:8-11 Behold, I will bring them from 
the north country, and gather them from the 
coasts of the earth, and with them the blind and the 
lame, the woman with child and her that travaileth with 
child together: a great company shall return thither. 
They shall come with weeping, and with supplications 
will I lead them: I will cause them to walk by the rivers 
of waters in a straight way, wherein they shall not 
stumble: for I am a father to Israel, and Ephraim is My 
firstborn. Hear the word of the LORD, O ye nations, 
and declare it in the isles afar off, and say, He that 
scattered Israel will gather him, and keep him, as a 
shepherd doth his flock. For the LORD hath redeemed 
Jacob, and ransomed him from the hand of him that 
was stronger than he.



Jeremiah 31:23-27 Thus saith the LORD of hosts, 
the God of Israel; As yet they shall use this speech 
in the land of Judah and in the cities thereof, when 
I shall bring again their captivity; The LORD bless 
thee, O habitation of justice, and mountain of 
holiness. And there shall dwell in Judah itself, and 
in all the cities thereof together, husbandmen, and 
they that go forth with flocks. For I have satiated 
the weary soul, and I have replenished every 
sorrowful soul. Upon this I awaked, and beheld; 
and my sleep was sweet unto me. Behold, the 
days come, saith the LORD, that I will sow the 
house of Israel and the house of Judah with 
the seed of man, and with the seed of beast. 



Jeremiah 50:1-5 The word that the LORD spake against 
Babylon and against the land of the Chaldeans by Jeremiah the 
prophet. Declare ye among the nations, and publish, and set up 
a standard; publish, and conceal not: say, Babylon is taken, Bel 
is confounded, Merodach is broken in pieces; her idols are 
confounded, her images are broken in pieces. For out of the 
north there cometh up a nation against her, which shall make 
her land desolate, and none shall dwell therein: they shall 
remove, they shall depart, both man and beast. In those days, 
and in that time, saith the LORD, the children of Israel shall 
come, they and the children of Judah together, going and 
weeping: they shall go, and seek the LORD their God. They 
shall ask the way to Zion with their faces thitherward, 
saying, Come, and let us join ourselves to the LORD in a 
perpetual covenant that shall not be forgotten.



Ezekiel 11:17-20 Therefore say, Thus saith the Lord 
GOD; I will even gather you from the people, and 
assemble you out of the countries where ye have 
been scattered, and I will give you the land of 
Israel.

Ezekiel 20:38-42 As for you, O house of Israel, thus saith the 
Lord GOD; Go ye, serve ye every one his idols, and hereafter 
also, if ye will not hearken unto Me: but pollute ye My holy 
name no more with your gifts, and with your idols. For in Mine 
holy mountain, in the mountain of the height of Israel, saith the 
Lord GOD, there shall all the house of Israel, all of them in 
the land, serve Me: there will I accept them, and there will I 
require your offerings, and the firstfruits of your oblations, with 
all your holy things. I will accept you with your sweet savour, 
when I bring you out from the people, and gather you out 
of the countries wherein ye have been scattered; and I will 
be sanctified in you before the heathen. And ye shall know 
that I am the LORD, when I shall bring you into the land of 
Israel, into the country for the which I lifted up mine hand 
to give it to your fathers.



Ezekiel 34:11-16 For thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, I, even
I, will both search My sheep, and seek them out. As a shepherd 
seeketh out his flock in the day that he is among his sheep that 
are scattered; so will I seek out My sheep, and will deliver 
them out of all places where they have been scattered in 
the cloudy and dark day. And I will bring them out from the 
people, and gather them from the countries, and will bring 
them to their own land, and feed them upon the mountains 
of Israel by the rivers, and in all the inhabited places of the 
country. I will feed them in a good pasture, and upon the high 
mountains of Israel shall their fold be: there shall they lie in a 
good fold, and in a fat pasture shall they feed upon the 
mountains of Israel. I will feed My flock, and I will cause them to 
lie down, saith the Lord GOD. I will seek that which was lost, 
and bring again that which was driven away, and will bind up 
that which was broken, and will strengthen that which was sick: 
but I will destroy the fat and the strong; I will feed them with 
judgment. 



Ezekiel 36:22-24 Therefore say unto the house 
of Israel, Thus saith the Lord GOD; I do not 
this for your sakes, O house of Israel, but for 
Mine holy name's sake, which ye have profaned 
among the heathen, whither ye went. And I will 
sanctify My great name, which was profaned 
among the heathen, which ye have profaned in 
the midst of them; and the heathen shall know 
that I am the LORD, saith the Lord GOD, when I 
shall be sanctified in you before their eyes. For I 
will take you from among the heathen, and 
gather you out of all countries, and will bring 
you into your own land.

One Head / David



Jeremiah 30:9-11 But they shall serve the 
LORD their God, and David their king, whom 
I will raise up unto them. Therefore fear thou 
not, O my servant Jacob, saith the LORD; 
neither be dismayed, O Israel: for, lo, I will save 
thee from afar, and thy seed from the land of 
their captivity; and Jacob shall return, and shall 
be in rest, and be quiet, and none shall make 
him afraid.

In those days, and in that 
time, saith the LORD, the children of Israel shall come, 
they and the children of Judah together, going and 
weeping: they shall go, and seek the LORD their God. 
They shall ask the way to Zion with their faces 
thitherward, saying, Come, and let us join ourselves to 
the LORD in a perpetual covenant that shall not be 
forgotten.



Hosea 2:14-18 Therefore, behold, I will allure her, and 
bring her into the wilderness, and speak comfortably 
unto her. And I will give her her vineyards from 
thence, and the valley of Achor for a door of hope: and 
she shall sing there, as in the days of her youth, and 
as in the day when she came up out of the land of 
Egypt. And it shall be at that day, saith the LORD, that
thou shalt call me Ishi; and shalt call me no more 
Baali. For I will take away the names of Baalim out of 
her mouth, and they shall no more be remembered by 
their name. And in that day will I make a covenant 
for them with the beasts of the field, and with the 
fowls of heaven, and with the creeping things of 
the ground: and I will break the bow and the sword 
and the battle out of the earth, and will make them 
to lie down safely. 



Ezekiel 20:33-37 As I live, saith the Lord GOD, surely with 
a mighty hand, and with a stretched out arm, and with fury 
poured out, will I rule over you: And I will bring you out 
from the people, and will gather you out of the countries 
wherein ye are scattered, with a mighty hand, and with a 
stretched out arm, and with fury poured out. And I will 
bring you into the wilderness of the people, and there will I 
plead with you face to face. Like as I pleaded with your 
fathers in the wilderness of the land of Egypt, so will I 
plead with you, saith the Lord GOD. And I will cause you 
to pass under the rod, and I will bring you into the bond 
of the covenant: And I will purge out from among you the 
rebels, and them that transgress against Me: I will bring 
them forth out of the country where they sojourn, and they 
shall not enter into the land of Israel: and ye shall know 
that I am the LORD. 



Ezekiel 34:17-27 And as for you, O my flock, thus 
saith the Lord GOD; Behold, I judge between cattle 
and cattle, between the rams and the he goats. And I 
will make with them a covenant of peace, and will 
cause the evil beasts to cease out of the land: and 
they shall dwell safely in the wilderness, and sleep 
in the woods. And I will make them and the places 
round about My hill a blessing; and I will cause the 
shower to come down in his season; there shall be 
showers of blessing. And the tree of the field shall 
yield her fruit, and the earth shall yield her increase, 
and they shall be safe in their land, and shall know 
that I am the LORD, when I have broken the bands of 
their yoke, and delivered them out of the hand of 
those that served themselves of them.



Isaiah 55:1-7 Ho, every one that thirsteth, come ye to the 
waters, and he that hath no money; come ye, buy, and eat; yea, 
come, buy wine and milk without money and without price. 
Wherefore do ye spend money for that which is not bread? and 
your labour for that which satisfieth not? hearken diligently unto 
me, and eat ye that which is good, and let your soul delight 
itself in fatness. Incline your ear, and come unto me: hear, and 
your soul shall live; and I will make an everlasting covenant 
with you, even the sure mercies of David. Behold, I have 
given him for a witness to the people, a leader and commander 
to the people. Behold, thou shalt call a nation that thou knowest
not, and nations that knew not thee shall run unto thee because 
of the LORD thy God, and for the Holy One of Israel; for He 
hath glorified thee. Seek ye the LORD while He may be found, 
call ye upon him while He is near: Let the wicked forsake his 
way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts: and let him return 
unto the LORD, and He will have mercy upon him; and to our 
God, for He will abundantly pardon.

And they 
shall teach no more every man his neighbour, and every 
man his brother, saying, Know the LORD: for they shall 
all know Me, from the least of them unto the greatest 
of them, saith the LORD: for I will forgive their iniquity, 
and I will remember their sin no more. 



Ezekiel 36:25-27 Then will I sprinkle clean 
water upon you, and ye shall be clean: from 
all your filthiness, and from all your idols, will 
I cleanse you. A new heart also will I give 
you, and a new spirit will I put within you: 
and I will take away the stony heart out of 
your flesh, and I will give you an heart of 
flesh. And I will put My spirit within you, and 
cause you to walk in My statutes, and ye 
shall keep My judgments, and do them. 



Hosea 2:19-23 And I will betroth thee unto Me 
for ever; yea, I will betroth thee unto Me in 
righteousness, and in judgment, and in 
lovingkindness, and in mercies. I will even 
betroth thee unto Me in faithfulness: and thou 
shalt know the LORD. And it shall come to pass 
in that day, I will hear, saith the LORD, I will hear 
the heavens, and they shall hear the earth; And 
the earth shall hear the corn, and the wine, and the 
oil; and they shall hear Jezreel. And I will sow her 
unto Me in the earth; and I will have mercy upon 
her that had not obtained mercy; and I will say to 
them which were not My people, Thou art My 
people; and they shall say, Thou art my God. 



Zechariah 13:1-6 In that day there shall be a fountain opened 
to the house of David and to the inhabitants of Jerusalem for 
sin and for uncleanness. And it shall come to pass in that day, 
saith the LORD of hosts, that I will cut off the names of the idols 
out of the land, and they shall no more be remembered: and 
also I will cause the prophets and the unclean spirit to pass out 
of the land. And it shall come to pass, that when any shall yet 
prophesy, then his father and his mother that begat him shall 
say unto him, Thou shalt not live; for thou speakest lies in the 
name of the LORD: and his father and his mother that begat 
him shall thrust him through when he prophesieth. And it shall 
come to pass in that day, that the prophets shall be ashamed 
every one of his vision, when he hath prophesied; neither shall 
they wear a rough garment to deceive: But he shall say, I am
no prophet, I am an husbandman; for man taught me to keep 
cattle from my youth. And one shall say unto him, What are
these wounds in thine hands? Then he shall answer, Those
with which I was wounded in the house of my friends. 



Ezekiel 11:17-20 Therefore say, Thus saith the Lord 
GOD; I will even gather you from the people, and 
assemble you out of the countries where ye have 
been scattered, and I will give you the land of Israel. 
And they shall come thither, and they shall take 
away all the detestable things thereof and all the 
abominations thereof from thence. And I will give 
them one heart, and I will put a new spirit within 
you; and I will take the stony heart out of their 
flesh, and will give them an heart of flesh: That 
they may walk in My statutes, and keep Mine 
ordinances, and do them: and they shall be My 
people, and I will be their God.





Daniel 9:2 In the first year of his reign I 
Daniel understood by books the 
number of the years, whereof the word 
of the LORD came to Jeremiah the 
prophet, that He would accomplish 
seventy years in the desolations of 
Jerusalem. 



Jeremiah 29:10-14 For thus saith the LORD, That 
after seventy years be accomplished at Babylon I 
will visit you, and perform my good word toward 
you, in causing you to return to this place. For I 
know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith the 
LORD, thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you 
an expected end. Then shall ye call upon me, and ye 
shall go and pray unto me, and I will hearken unto 
you. And ye shall seek me, and find me, when ye shall 
search for me with all your heart. And I will be found of 
you, saith the LORD: and I will turn away your 
captivity, and I will gather you from all the nations, and 
from all the places whither I have driven you, saith the 
LORD; and I will bring you again into the place 
whence I caused you to be carried away captive. 



Ezra 1:1-4 Now in the first year of Cyrus king of Persia, 
that the word of the LORD by the mouth of Jeremiah 
might be fulfilled, the LORD stirred up the spirit of 
Cyrus king of Persia, that he made a proclamation 
throughout all his kingdom, and put it also in writing, 
saying, Thus saith Cyrus king of Persia, The LORD God 
of heaven hath given me all the kingdoms of the earth; 
and He hath charged me to build Him an house at 
Jerusalem, which is in Judah. Who is there among you 
of all His people? his God be with him, and let him go up 
to Jerusalem, which is in Judah, and build the house of 
the LORD God of Israel, (He is the God,) which is in 
Jerusalem. And whosoever remaineth in any place 
where he sojourneth, let the men of his place help him 
with silver, and with gold, and with goods, and with 
beasts, beside the freewill offering for the house of God 
that is in Jerusalem. 



Daniel 9:20-23 And whiles I was speaking, and 
praying, and confessing my sin and the sin of my 
people Israel, and presenting my supplication 
before the LORD my God for the holy mountain of 
my God; Yea, whiles I was speaking in prayer, 
even the man Gabriel, whom I had seen in the 
vision at the beginning, being caused to fly swiftly, 
touched me about the time of the evening oblation. 
And he informed me, and talked with me, and said, 
O Daniel, I am now come forth to give thee skill 
and understanding. At the beginning of thy 
supplications the commandment came forth, and I 
am come to shew thee; for thou art greatly 
beloved: therefore understand the matter, and 
consider the vision. 



Daniel 9:24-25 Seventy weeks are 
determined upon thy people and upon thy 
holy city, to finish the transgression, and to 
make an end of sins, and to make reconciliation 
for iniquity, and to bring in everlasting 
righteousness, and to seal up the vision and 
prophecy, and to anoint the most Holy. Know 
therefore and understand, that from the going 
forth of the commandment to restore and to 
build Jerusalem unto the Messiah the Prince 
shall be seven weeks, and threescore and two 
weeks: the street shall be built again, and the 
wall, even in troublous times. 



Daniel 9:26-27 And after threescore and two 
weeks shall Messiah be cut off, but not for 
himself: and the people of the prince that 
shall come shall destroy the city and the 
sanctuary; and the end thereof shall be with a 
flood, and unto the end of the war desolations 
are determined. And he shall confirm the 
covenant with many for one week: and in the 
midst of the week he shall cause the sacrifice 
and the oblation to cease, and for the 
overspreading of abominations he shall make it
desolate, even until the consummation, and 
that determined shall be poured upon the 
desolate. 



Will be accomplished in the seventy weeks:

To finish the transgression,
To make an end of sins,
To make reconciliation for iniquity,
To bring in everlasting righteousness,
To seal up vision and prophecy,
And to anoint the Most Holy.



Jeremiah 23:3-8 And I will gather the remnant of My flock out 
of all countries whither I have driven them, and will bring them 
again to their folds; and they shall be fruitful and increase. And I 
will set up shepherds over them which shall feed them: and 
they shall fear no more, nor be dismayed, neither shall they be 
lacking, saith the LORD. Behold, the days come, saith the 
LORD, that I will raise unto David a righteous Branch, and a 
King shall reign and prosper, and shall execute judgment 
and justice in the earth. In his days Judah shall be saved, 
and Israel shall dwell safely: and this is his name whereby 
he shall be called, THE LORD OUR RIGHTEOUSNESS. 
Therefore, behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that they 
shall no more say, The LORD liveth, which brought up the 
children of Israel out of the land of Egypt; But, The LORD liveth, 
which brought up and which led the seed of the house of Israel 
out of the north country, and from all countries whither I had 
driven them; and they shall dwell in their own land.



Jeremiah 33:14-17 Behold, the days come, saith the 
LORD, that I will perform that good thing which I have 
promised unto the house of Israel and to the house of 
Judah. In those days, and at that time, will I cause 
the Branch of righteousness to grow up unto 
David; and He shall execute judgment and 
righteousness in the land. In those days shall 
Judah be saved, and Jerusalem shall dwell safely: 
and this is the name wherewith she shall be called, 
The LORD our righteousness. For thus saith the 
LORD; David shall never want a man to sit upon 
the throne of the house of Israel.



Isaiah 11:1-10 And there shall come forth a rod out of the stem of 
Jesse, and a Branch shall grow out of his roots: And the spirit of the 
LORD shall rest upon Him, the spirit of wisdom and understanding, the 
spirit of counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and of the fear of 
the LORD; And shall make Him of quick understanding in the fear of 
the LORD: and He shall not judge after the sight of His eyes, neither 
reprove after the hearing of His ears: But with righteousness shall He 
judge the poor, and reprove with equity for the meek of the earth: and 
He shall smite the earth with the rod of His mouth, and with the breath of His 
lips shall He slay the wicked. And righteousness shall be the girdle of His 
loins, and faithfulness the girdle of His reins. The wolf also shall dwell with 
the lamb, and the leopard shall lie down with the kid; and the calf and 
the young lion and the fatling together; and a little child shall lead 
them. And the cow and the bear shall feed; their young ones shall lie 
down together: and the lion shall eat straw like the ox. And the sucking 
child shall play on the hole of the asp, and the weaned child shall put 
his hand on the cockatrice' den. They shall not hurt nor destroy in all 
My holy mountain: for the earth shall be full of the knowledge of the 
LORD, as the waters cover the sea. And in that day there shall be a 
root of Jesse, which shall stand for an ensign of the people; to it shall 
the Gentiles seek: and His rest shall be glorious.



Isaiah 11:11-16 And it shall come to pass in that day, that the 
Lord shall set his hand again the second time to recover the 
remnant of His people, which shall be left, from Assyria, and from 
Egypt, and from Pathros, and from Cush, and from Elam, and from 
Shinar, and from Hamath, and from the islands of the sea. And He 
shall set up an ensign for the nations, and shall assemble the 
outcasts of Israel, and gather together the dispersed of Judah 
from the four corners of the earth. The envy also of Ephraim shall 
depart, and the adversaries of Judah shall be cut off: Ephraim shall 
not envy Judah, and Judah shall not vex Ephraim. But they shall fly 
upon the shoulders of the Philistines toward the west; they shall spoil 
them of the east together: they shall lay their hand upon Edom and 
Moab; and the children of Ammon shall obey them. And the LORD 
shall utterly destroy the tongue of the Egyptian sea; and with His 
mighty wind shall He shake His hand over the river, and shall smite it 
in the seven streams, and make men go over dryshod. And there 
shall be an highway for the remnant of His people, which shall be left, 
from Assyria; like as it was to Israel in the day that he came up out of 
the land of Egypt.



Zechariah 6:9-13 And the word of the LORD came 
unto me, saying, Take of them of the captivity, even of 
Heldai, of Tobijah, and of Jedaiah, which are come 
from Babylon, and come thou the same day, and go 
into the house of Josiah the son of Zephaniah; Then 
take silver and gold, and make crowns, and set them
upon the head of Joshua the son of Josedech, the 
high priest; And speak unto him, saying, Thus 
speaketh the LORD of hosts, saying, Behold the man 
whose name is The BRANCH; and He shall grow 
up out of His place, and He shall build the temple 
of the LORD: Even He shall build the temple of the 
LORD; and He shall bear the glory, and shall sit 
and rule upon His throne; and He shall be a priest 
upon His throne: and the counsel of peace shall be 
between them both.



Isaiah 16:1-5 Send ye the lamb to the ruler of the land 
from Sela to the wilderness, unto the mount of the 
daughter of Zion. For it shall be, that, as a wandering 
bird cast out of the nest, so the daughters of Moab 
shall be at the fords of Arnon. Take counsel, execute 
judgment; make thy shadow as the night in the midst 
of the noonday; hide the outcasts; bewray not him that 
wandereth. Let mine outcasts dwell with thee, Moab; 
be thou a covert to them from the face of the spoiler: 
for the extortioner is at an end, the spoiler ceaseth, 
the oppressors are consumed out of the land. And in 
mercy shall the throne be established: and he 
shall sit upon it in truth in the tabernacle of David, 
judging, and seeking judgment, and hasting 
righteousness.



Amos 9:11-15 In that day will I raise up the tabernacle 
of David that is fallen, and close up the breaches 
thereof; and I will raise up his ruins, and I will build it as in 
the days of old: That they may possess the remnant of 
Edom, and of all the heathen, which are called by My 
name, saith the LORD that doeth this. Behold, the days 
come, saith the LORD, that the plowman shall overtake 
the reaper, and the treader of grapes him that soweth 
seed; and the mountains shall drop sweet wine, and all 
the hills shall melt. And I will bring again the captivity of 
My people of Israel, and they shall build the waste cities, 
and inhabit them; and they shall plant vineyards, and 
drink the wine thereof; they shall also make gardens, and 
eat the fruit of them. And I will plant them upon their land, 
and they shall no more be pulled up out of their land 
which I have given them, saith the LORD thy God. 



Acts 15:13-19 And after they had held their peace, 
James answered, saying, Men and brethren, hearken 
unto me: Simeon hath declared how God at the first did 
visit the Gentiles, to take out of them a people for 
His name. And to this agree the words of the prophets; 
as it is written, After this I will return, and will build 
again the tabernacle of David, which is fallen down; 
and I will build again the ruins thereof, and I will set 
it up: That the residue of men might seek after the 
Lord, and all the Gentiles, upon whom My name is 
called, saith the Lord, who doeth all these things. 
Known unto God are all His works from the beginning of 
the world. Wherefore my sentence is, that we trouble not 
them, which from among the Gentiles are turned to God: 



Isaiah 42:6-7 I the LORD have called Thee in 
righteousness, and will hold Thine hand, 
and will keep Thee, and give Thee for a 
covenant of the people, for a light of the 
Gentiles; To open the blind eyes, to bring out 
the prisoners from the prison, and them that sit 
in darkness out of the prison house.



Isaiah 49:5-7 And now, saith the LORD that formed 
Me from the womb to be His servant, to bring Jacob 
again to Him, Though Israel be not gathered, yet shall 
I be glorious in the eyes of the LORD, and My God 
shall be My strength. And He said, It is a light thing 
that Thou shouldest be My servant to raise up the 
tribes of Jacob, and to restore the preserved of Israel: 
I will also give Thee for a light to the Gentiles, that 
Thou mayest be My salvation unto the end of the 
earth. Thus saith the LORD, the Redeemer of Israel, 
and his Holy One, to Him whom man despiseth, to 
Him whom the nation abhorreth, to a servant of rulers, 
Kings shall see and arise, princes also shall worship, 
because of the LORD that is faithful, and the Holy One 
of Israel, and He shall choose Thee.



Isaiah 49:8-11 Thus saith the LORD, In an 
acceptable time have I heard Thee, and in a day of 
salvation have I helped Thee: and I will preserve 
Thee, and give Thee for a covenant of the people, 
to establish the earth, to cause to inherit the 
desolate heritages; That Thou mayest say to the 
prisoners, Go forth; to them that are in darkness, 
Shew yourselves. They shall feed in the ways, and 
their pastures shall be in all high places. They shall 
not hunger nor thirst; neither shall the heat nor sun 
smite them: for He that hath mercy on them shall lead 
them, even by the springs of water shall He guide 
them. And I will make all My mountains a way, and My 
highways shall be exalted.



Hebrews 12:24 And to Jesus the mediator of the 
new covenant, and to the blood of sprinkling, that 
speaketh better things than that of Abel. 



Hebrews 8:6-13 But now hath He obtained a more excellent 
ministry, by how much also He is the mediator of a better 
covenant, which was established upon better promises. For if that 
first covenant had been faultless, then should no place have been 
sought for the second. For finding fault with them, He saith, 
Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, when I will make a new 
covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah: Not 
according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day 
when I took them by the hand to lead them out of the land of 
Egypt; because they continued not in My covenant, and I regarded 
them not, saith the Lord. For this is the covenant that I will make 
with the house of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put 
My laws into their mind, and write them in their hearts: and I will be 
to them a God, and they shall be to Me a people: And they shall 
not teach every man his neighbour, and every man his brother, 
saying, Know the Lord: for all shall know Me, from the least to the 
greatest. For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their 
sins and their iniquities will I remember no more. In that He saith, 
A new covenant, He hath made the first old. Now that which 
decayeth and waxeth old is ready to vanish away. 



Hebrews 10:14-18 For by one offering He hath perfected for 
ever them that are sanctified. Whereof the Holy Spirit also is a 
witness to us: for after that He had said before:

This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, 
saith the Lord, I will put My laws into their hearts, and in their 
minds will I write them; And their sins and iniquities will I 
remember no more.

Now where remission of these is, there is no more offering for 
sin. 



Hebrews 9:26 For then must He often have 
suffered since the foundation of the world: but 
now once in the end of the world hath He 
appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of 
Himself. 

Matthew 26:28 For this is My blood of the 
new covenant, which is shed for many for 
the remission of sins. 



Daniel 2:1  In the second year of 

the reign of Nebuchadnezzar, 

Nebuchadnezzar dreamed 

dreams; and his spirit was 

troubled, and his sleep went 

from him.



Daniel 2:31-34  You, O king, saw, and 

behold, a great image. This image, which 

was mighty, and whose brightness was 

excellent, stood before you; and the aspect 

of it was awesome. As for this image, its 

head was of fine gold, its breast and its 

arms of silver, its belly and its thighs of 

brass, its legs of iron, its feet part of iron, 

and part of clay. You saw until a stone 

was cut out without hands, which struck 

the image on its feet that were of iron 

and clay, and broke them in pieces.



Daniel 2:35-38  Then was the iron, the clay, the 

brass, the silver, and the gold, broken in pieces 

together, and became like the chaff of the summer 

threshing floors; and the wind carried them away, 

so that no place was found for them: and the 

stone that struck the image became a great 

mountain, and filled the whole earth. This is the 

dream; and we will tell the interpretation of it 

before the king. You, O king, are king of kings, to 

whom the God of heaven has given the kingdom, 

the power, and the strength, and the glory; and 

wherever the children of men dwell, the animals of 

the field and the birds of the sky has He given into 

your hand, and has made you to rule over them 

all: you are the head of gold.



Daniel 2:39-40  After you shall arise 

another kingdom inferior to you; and 

another third kingdom of brass, which 

shall bear rule over all the earth. The 

fourth kingdom shall be strong as iron, 

because iron breaks in pieces and 

subdues all things; and as iron that 

crushes all these, shall it break in pieces 

and crush.



Daniel 2:41-43  Whereas you saw the feet 

and toes, part of potters' clay, and part of 

iron, it shall be a divided kingdom; but there 

shall be in it of the strength of the iron, 

because you saw the iron mixed with miry 

clay. As the toes of the feet were part of 

iron, and part of clay, so the kingdom shall 

be partly strong, and partly broken. 

Whereas you saw the iron mixed with miry 

clay, they shall mingle themselves with the 

seed of men; but they shall not cling to one 

another, even as iron does not mingle with 

clay.



Daniel 2:44-45 In the days of those kings

shall the God of heaven set up a Kingdom 

which shall never be destroyed, nor shall 

the sovereignty of it be left to another 

people; but it shall break in pieces and 

consume all these kingdoms, and it shall 

stand forever. Because you saw that a stone 

was cut out of the mountain without hands, 

and that it broke in pieces the iron, the brass, 

the clay, the silver, and the gold; the great God 

has made known to the king what shall happen 

hereafter: and the dream is certain, and the 

interpretation of it sure.



Isaiah 2:2  And it shall come to pass in the last 

days, that the mountain of the LORD'S house 

shall be established in the top of the mountains, 

and shall be exalted above the hills; and all 

nations shall flow unto it.

Micah 4:1  But in the last days it shall come to 

pass, that the mountain of the house of the LORD 

shall be established in the top of the mountains, 

and it shall be exalted above the hills; and people 

shall flow unto it.



Luke 1:68-80 Blessed be the Lord God of Israel; for He hath 
visited and redeemed His people, And hath raised up an horn of 
salvation for us in the house of His servant David; As He spake by 
the mouth of His holy prophets, which have been since the world 
began: That we should be saved from our enemies, and from the 
hand of all that hate us; To perform the mercy promised to our 
fathers, and to remember His holy covenant; The oath which He 
sware to our father Abraham, That He would grant unto us, that 
we being delivered out of the hand of our enemies might serve 
Him without fear, In holiness and righteousness before Him, all the 
days of our life. And thou, child, shalt be called the prophet of the 
Highest: for thou shalt go before the face of the Lord to prepare 
His ways; To give knowledge of salvation unto His people by the 
remission of their sins, Through the tender mercy of our God; 
whereby the Dayspring from on high hath visited us, To give light 
to them that sit in darkness and in the shadow of death, to guide 
our feet into the way of peace. And the child grew, and waxed 
strong in spirit, and was in the deserts till the day of his shewing 
unto Israel.
