These
both were cast alive into a lake of fire burning with brimstone.

Revelation 20:1-3 And | saw an angel come down from heaven, having the
key of the bottomless pit and a great chain in his hand. And he laid hold on
the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and Satan, and bound him a
thousand years, And cast him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and
set a seal upon him, that he should deceive the nations no more, till the
thousand years should be fulfilled: and after that he must be loosed a little
season.
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Revelation 20:7-10 And when the thousand years are expired, Satan
shall be loosed out of his prison, And shall go out to deceive the
nations which are in the four quarters of the earth, Gog and Magog,
to gather them together to battle: the number of whom is as the
sand of the sea. And they went up on the breadth of the earth, and
compassed the camp of the saints about, and the beloved city: and
fire came down from God out of heaven, and devoured them. And
the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and
brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be
tormented day and night for ever and ever.
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1 Peter 5:6-7 (KJV) Humble yourselves therefore under the
mighty hand of God, that he may exalt you in due time: Casting
all your care upon him; for he careth for you. 1 Peter 5:8-9 (KJV)
Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a
roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour:
Whom resist stedfast in the faith, knowing that the same
afflictions are accomplished in your brethren that are in the
world.

James 4:7 (KJV) Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the
devil, and he will flee from you.
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Hebrews 2:13-15 (KJV) And again, | will put my trust in him
(JESUS). And again, Behold | and the children which God hath given
me. Forasmuch then as the children are partakers of flesh and
blood, he also himself likewise took part of the same; that through
death he might destroy him that had the power of death, that is,

the devil; And deliver them who through fear of death were all
their lifetime subject to bondage.

Romans 16:20 (KJV) And the God of peace shall bruise Satan under
your feet shortly. The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you.
