Beloved, if God so loved us, we ought also to love one 
another.

Galatians 4:4-7 But when the fulness of the time was 
come, God sent forth his Son, made of a woman, 
made under the law, To redeem them that were 
under the law, that we might receive the adoption 
of sons. And because ye are sons, God hath sent forth 
the Spirit of his Son into your hearts, crying, Abba, 
Father. Wherefore thou art no more a servant, but a 
son; and if a son, then an heir of God through Christ.

1 John 3:5-7 And ye know that he was manifested 
to take away our sins; and in him is no sin. 
Whosoever abideth in him sinneth not: whosoever 
sinneth hath not seen him, neither known him. Little 
children, let no man deceive you: he that doeth 
righteousness is righteous, even as he is righteous.
