Matthew 7:17-20 Even so every good 
tree bringeth forth good fruit; but a 

corrupt tree bringeth forth evil fruit. A 
good tree cannot bring forth evil fruit, 
neither can a corrupt tree bring forth 
good fruit. Every tree that bringeth 
not forth good fruit is hewn down, 
and cast into the fire. Wherefore by 

their fruits ye shall know them. 



Matthew 7:21-23 Not every one that saith 
unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the 

kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the 
will of my Father which is in heaven. Many 
will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have 
we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy 
name have cast out devils? and in thy name 

done many wonderful works? And then will I 
profess unto them, I never knew you: depart 

from me, ye that work iniquity. 



Matthew 7:24-25 Therefore whosoever 
heareth these sayings of mine, and 

doeth them, I will liken him unto a wise 
man, which built his house upon a rock: 
And the rain descended, and the floods 

came, and the winds blew, and beat 
upon that house; and it fell not: for it 

was founded upon a rock. 
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Ephesians 2:19-20 Now therefore ye 
are no more strangers and foreigners, 

but fellowcitizens with the saints, 
and of the household of God; And 

are built upon the foundation of the 
apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ 

himself being the chief corner stone; 



Matthew 7:26-27 And every one that 
heareth these sayings of mine, and 

doeth them not, shall be likened unto a 
foolish man, which built his house 

upon the sand: And the rain descended, 
and the floods came, and the winds 

blew, and beat upon that house; and it 
fell: and great was the fall of it.

John 12:48 He that rejecteth me, and receiveth not my words, hath one that 

judgeth him: the word that I have spoken, the same shall judge him in the last day. 
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This imagery used by Messiah 
shows two categories of hearers 

1. The Hearers   
and Doers

1. Those who build 
on the rock

2. The Hearers Only

2. Those who build 
on the sand



Both of these categories have the same 
opportunity – both hear the same words!

Not a difference in ability – both started 
out equal!
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Both of these categories have the same 
opportunity – both hear the same words!

• Not a difference in ability – both started 
out equal!

• Not a difference in the houses!

• Not a difference in the trials!

• The difference is in the foundation! 



Job 8:15 He shall lean (trust) upon his 
house, but it shall not stand: he shall hold 
it fast, but it shall not endure. 

Proverbs 3:33 The curse of the LORD is in 
the house of the wicked: but he blesseth
the habitation of the just.

James 1:22-25 But be ye doers of the word, and 
not hearers only, deceiving your own selves. For 
if any be a hearer of the word, and not a doer, 
he is like unto a man beholding his natural face 
in a glass: For he beholdeth himself, and goeth

his way, and straightway forgetteth what manner 
of man he was. But whoso looketh into the 

perfect law of liberty, and continueth therein, he 
being not a forgetful hearer, but a doer of the 

work, this man shall be blessed in his deed. 

Luke 6:48 He is like a man which built an house, and digged deep, and laid the 
foundation on a rock: and when the flood arose, the stream beat vehemently 

upon that house, and could not shake it: for it was founded upon a rock. 



James 2:14-20 What doth it profit, my brethren, though 
a man say he hath faith, and have not works? can faith 
save him? If a brother or sister be naked, and destitute 
of daily food, And one of you say unto them, Depart in 

peace, be ye warmed and filled; notwithstanding ye 
give them not those things which are needful to the 
body; what doth it profit? Even so faith, if it hath not 

works, is dead, being alone. Yea, a man may say, Thou 
hast faith, and I have works: shew me thy faith without 
thy works, and I will shew thee my faith by my works. 
Thou believest that there is one God; thou doest well: 

the devils also believe, and tremble. But wilt thou 
know, O vain man, that faith without works is dead?

Titus 3:5-7 Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the 
washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost; Which he shed on us abundantly through Jesus Christ 

our Saviour; That being justified by his grace, we should be made heirs according to the hope of eternal life. 



Jesus in John 14:15 “If ye love me, keep my commandments.”













Romans 12:1-2 I beseech you therefore, 
brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye
