Even so then at this present time also there is a
remnant according to the election of grace.

of old: That they may possess the remnant of Edom, and
of all the heathen, which are called by My name, saith the
LORD that doeth this.

And | will bring again the captivity of My people
of Israel, and they shall build the waste cities, and inhabit
them; and they shall plant vineyards, and drink the wine
thereof; they shall also make gardens, and eat the fruit of
them. And | will plant them upon their land, and they shall
no more be pulled up out of their land which | have given
them, saith the LORD thy God.
