The Talmud suggests that after six “days”, i.e., 6,000 “years” of
creation, there will be a day of rest—the Shabbat—where
creation ceases and the world as we know it ceases to exist.
“Rav Kattina said: ‘Six thousand years shall the world exist, and
one [thousand], it shall be desolate’” (Sanhedrin 97a). The
Gemara divides these 6,000 years into three district periods.
“The Tanna devei Eliyahu teaches: Six thousand years is this
world: Two thousand desolation, two thousand Torah, and two
thousand years the days of the Mashiach”
