OF THE GOSPEL
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Romans 1:1-3 Paul, a servant of Jesus Christ, called to be an 

apostle, separated unto the gospel of God, (Which he had 

promised afore by his prophets in the holy scriptures,) 

Concerning his Son Jesus Christ our Lord, which was made of the 

seed of David according to the flesh;

Romans 15:16 That I should be the minister of Jesus Christ to the 

Gentiles, ministering the gospel of God, that the offering up of the 

Gentiles might be acceptable, being sanctified by the Holy Ghost.

For Esaias saith, Lord, who hath 

believed our report? 

Ephesians 4:3-6 Endeavouring to keep the unity of the Spirit in 

the bond of peace. There is one body, and one Spirit, even as ye 

are called in one hope of your calling; One Lord, one faith, one

baptism, One God and Father of all, who is above all, and through 

all, and in you all.

NATURE OF THE GOSPEL
• ONE (THE), EXCLUSIVE& INCLUSIVE, ROM. 1:16; EPH. 4:3-6] ; GAL 3:28-29; 1COR 6:9-11
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Galatians 3:28-29 There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond 

nor free, there is neither male nor female: for ye are all one in Christ 

Jesus. And if ye be Christ's, then are ye Abraham's seed, and heirs 

according to the promise. (also see 1Cor 12:12-13)

1 Corinthians 6:9-11 Know ye not that the unrighteous shall not inherit 

the kingdom of God? Be not deceived: neither fornicators, nor idolaters, 

nor adulterers, nor effeminate, nor abusers of themselves with mankind, 

Nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners, 

shall inherit the kingdom of God. And such were some of you: but ye are 

washed, but ye are sanctified, but ye are justified in the name of the Lord 

Jesus, and by the Spirit of our God. 



NATURE OF THE GOSPEL
•OF THE KINGDOM, MATTHEW 4:23/ OF THE KINGDOM OF GOD, MARK 1:14
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Matthew 4:23 And Jesus went about all Galilee, 

teaching in their synagogues, and preaching the 

gospel of the kingdom, and healing all manner of 

sickness and all manner of disease among the people. 

Mark 1:14 Now after that John was put in prison, Jesus 

came into Galilee, preaching the gospel of the 

kingdom of God, 



NATURE OF THE GOSPEL

•OF THE GRACE OF GOD, ACTS 20:24
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Acts 20:24 But none of these things move me, 

neither count I my life dear unto myself, so that I 

might finish my course with joy, and the ministry, 

which I have received of the Lord Jesus, to testify

the gospel of the grace of God. 



NATURE OF THE GOSPEL

•OF THE GLORY OF CHRIST, 2 CORINTHIANS 4:4 / GLORIOUS, 1 TIMOTHY 1:11)
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2 Corinthians 4:4 In whom the god of this world hath 

blinded the minds of them which believe not, lest the 

light of the glorious gospel of Christ, who is the image 

of God, should shine unto them. 

1 Timothy 1:11 According to the glorious gospel of the 

blessed God, which was committed to my trust. 



NATURE OF THE GOSPEL

•OF PEACE, ROMANS 10:15; EPHESIANS 6:15
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Romans 10:15 And how shall they preach, except they 

be sent? as it is written, How beautiful are the feet of 

them that preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad 

tidings of good things! 

Ephesians 6:15 And your feet shod with the 

preparation of the gospel of peace; 



NATURE OF THE GOSPEL

•EVERLASTING, REVELATION 14:6
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Revelation 14:6 And I saw another angel fly in the 

midst of heaven, having the everlasting gospel to 

preach unto them that dwell on the earth, and to 

every nation, and kindred, and tongue, and people, 



NATURE OF THE GOSPEL

•THE FAITH, GALATIANS 1:11-12, 23
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Galatians 1:11-12 But I certify you, brethren, that the 

gospel which was preached of me is not after man. 

For I neither received it of man, neither was I taught 

it, but by the revelation of Jesus Christ. 

Galatians 1:23 But they had heard only, That he which 

persecuted us in times past now preacheth the faith 

which once he destroyed.

Colossians 1:23 If ye continue in the faith grounded 

and settled, and be not moved away from the hope of 

the gospel, which ye have heard, and which was 

preached to every creature which is under heaven; 

whereof I Paul am made a minister.

Colossians 1:5 For the hope which is laid up for you 

in heaven, whereof ye heard before in the word of 

the truth of the gospel; ; 



NATURE OF THE GOSPEL

•TRUTH OF THE GOSPEL, GALATIANS 2:14 (COL. 1:5)

25

Galatians 2:14 But when I saw that they walked 

not uprightly according to the truth of the 

gospel, I said unto Peter before them all, If thou, 

being a Jew, livest after the manner of Gentiles, 

and not as do the Jews, why compellest thou the 

Gentiles to live as do the Jews? 



GOSPEL PREACHED

•BY THE APOSTLES, MARK 16:15

26

Mark 16:15-18 And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, 

and preach the gospel to every creature. He that believeth and 

is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be 

damned. And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my 

name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new 

tongues; They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any 

deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the 

sick, and they shall recover.

Ephesians 3:6 That the Gentiles should be 

fellowheirs, and of the same body, and partakers of 

his promise in Christ by the gospel: 



GOSPEL PREACHED
•TO EVERYONE, COL 1:23; ROMANS 10:15-18

32

Romans 10:15-18 And how shall they preach, except they be 

sent? as it is written, How beautiful are the feet of them that 

preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad tidings of good 

things! But they have not all obeyed the gospel. For Esaias 

saith, Lord, who hath believed our report? So then faith 

cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God. But I 

say, Have they not heard? Yes verily, their sound went into 

all the earth, and their words unto the ends of the world. 



CHANGING THE GOSPEL CONDEMNED

33

Galatians 1:6-10 I marvel that ye are so soon removed from him 

that called you into the grace of Christ unto another gospel:

Which is not another; but there be some that trouble you, and 

would pervert the gospel of Christ. But though we, or an angel 

from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that which 

we have preached unto you, let him be accursed. As we said 

before, so say I now again, If any man preach any other gospel 

unto you than that ye have received, let him be accursed. For do 

I now persuade men, or God? or do I seek to please men? for if I 

yet pleased men, I should not be the servant of Christ. 



CHANGING THE GOSPEL CONDEMNED

34

2 Corinthians 11:4 For if he that cometh 

preacheth another Jesus, whom we have not 

preached, or if ye receive another spirit, which 

ye have not received, or another gospel, which ye 

have not accepted, ye might well bear with him. 



DIFFERENT GOSPELS

•SOCIAL GOSPEL, 1 COR. 11:22, 34

35

Corinthians 11:22 What? have ye not houses to eat and 

to drink in? or despise ye the church of God, and 

shame them that have not? What shall I say to you? 

shall I praise you in this? I praise you not. 1 

Corinthians 11:34 And if any man hunger, let him eat at 

home; that ye come not together unto condemnation. 

And the rest will I set in order when I come.

•MEDICAL MISSION GOSPEL, 1 TIMOTHY 5:23; 2 TIMOTHY 4:20

36

1 Timothy 5:23 Drink no longer water, but use a little 

wine for thy stomach's sake and thine often 

infirmities. 

2 Timothy 4:20 Erastus abode at Corinth: but 

Trophimus have I left at Miletum sick.

•FOOD PANTRY GOSPEL, ACTS 6:2 (SEE 1-6); ACTS 11:27-30; 1 TIMOTHY 5:16; JOHN 6:26-29,

37

Acts 6:2 Then the twelve called the multitude of the disciples unto 

them, and said, It is not reason that we should leave the word of God, 

and serve tables. Acts 11:27-30 And in these days came prophets from 

Jerusalem unto Antioch. And there stood up one of them named Agabus, 

and signified by the spirit that there should be great dearth throughout 

all the world: which came to pass in the days of Claudius Caesar. Then 

the disciples, every man according to his ability, determined to send 

relief unto the brethren which dwelt in Judaea: Which also they did, and 

sent it to the elders by the hands of Barnabas and Saul.

•FOOD PANTRY GOSPEL, ACTS 6:2 (SEE 1-6); ACTS 11:27-30; 1 TIMOTHY 5:16; JOHN 6:26-29,

38

1 Timothy 5:16 If any man or woman that believeth have widows, let them relieve 

them, and let not the church be charged; that it may relieve them that are widows 

indeed. 

John 6:26-29 Jesus answered them and said, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Ye seek 

me, not because ye saw the miracles, but because ye did eat of the loaves, and 

were filled. Labour not for the meat which perisheth, but for that meat which 

endureth unto everlasting life, which the Son of man shall give unto you: for him 

hath God the Father sealed. Then said they unto him, What shall we do, that we 

might work the works of God? Jesus answered and said unto them, This is the 

work of God, that ye believe on him whom he hath sent.

•REVOLUTION/PATRIOT GOSPEL, MATTHEW 5:3-11; JOHN 18:36 

39

Matt 5: 3 Blessed are the poor in spirit: for theirs is the kingdom of heaven. 4 Blessed are they 

that mourn: for they shall be comforted. 5 Blessed are the meek: for they shall inherit the earth. 
6 Blessed are they which do hunger and thirst after righteousness: for they shall be filled. 
7 Blessed are the merciful: for they shall obtain mercy. 8 Blessed are the pure in heart: for they 

shall see God. 9 Blessed are the peacemakers: for they shall be called the children of God. 
10 Blessed are they which are persecuted for righteousness' sake: for theirs is the kingdom of 

heaven. 11 Blessed are ye, when men shall revile you, and persecute you, and shall say all 

manner of evil against you falsely, for my sake. )

John 18:36 Jesus answered, My kingdom is not of this world: if my kingdom were 

of this world, then would my servants fight, that I should not be delivered to the 

Jews: but now is my kingdom not from hence.

•PROSPERITY GOSPEL, 1 CORINTHIANS 4:11-13
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1 Corinthians 4:11-13 Even unto this present hour we 

both hunger, and thirst, and are naked, and are 

buffeted, and have no certain dwellingplace; And 

labour, working with our own hands: being reviled, we 

bless; being persecuted, we suffer it: Being defamed, 

we intreat: we are made as the filth of the world, and 

are the offscouring of all things unto this day. 



DIFFERENT GOSPELS
•CHURCH COUNSELING GOSPEL, PHILIPPIANS 4:4-9; 2TIMOTHY 1:7; 
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Philippians 4:4-9 Rejoice in the Lord alway: and again I say, Rejoice. Let your 

moderation be known unto all men. The Lord is at hand. Be careful for nothing; 

but in every thing by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your 

requests be made known unto God. And the peace of God, which passeth all 

understanding, shall keep your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus. Finally, 

brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest, whatsoever 

things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, 

whatsoever things are of good report; if there be any virtue, and if there be any 

praise, think on these things. Those things, which ye have both learned, and 

received, and heard, and seen in me, do: and the God of peace shall be with you. 

2 Timothy 1:7 For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, 

and of a sound mind.
