Revelation 19:11-13 And I saw heaven opened, 
and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon 

him was called Faithful and True, and in 
righteousness he doth judge and make war. 
His eyes were as a flame of fire, and on his 

head were many crowns; and he had a name 
written, that no man knew, but he himself. And 
he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood:

Acts 4:12 Neither is there salvation in any other: 
for there is none other name under heaven 

given among men, whereby we must be saved. 

Colossians 2:15 And having spoiled principalities 
and powers, he made a shew of them openly, 

triumphing over them in it. 



Hebrews 2:9 But we see Jesus, who was made a little 
lower than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned 

with glory and honour; that he by the grace of God 
should taste death for every man. 

Hebrews 2:14 Forasmuch then as the children are 
partakers of flesh and blood, he also himself likewise took 

part of the same; that through death he might destroy 
him that had the power of death, that is, the devil;

nor things to come, Nor height, nor depth, nor any other 
creature, shall be able to separate us from the love of God, 

which is in Christ Jesus our Lord. 



Deuteronomy 28:7 The LORD shall cause thine enemies that rise up 
against thee to be smitten before thy face: they shall come out against 

thee one way, and flee before thee seven ways. 

1 Samuel 17:37 David said moreover, The LORD that delivered me out 
of the paw of the lion, and out of the paw of the bear, he will deliver 

me out of the hand of this Philistine. And Saul said unto David, Go, and 
the LORD be with thee. 

1 Samuel 17:44-45 And the Philistine said to David, Come to me, and I 
will give thy flesh unto the fowls of the air, and to the beasts of the field. 
Then said David to the Philistine, Thou comest to me with a sword, and 
with a spear, and with a shield: but I come to thee in the name of the 

LORD of hosts, the God of the armies of Israel, whom thou hast defied. 



Romans 12:21 Be not overcome of evil, but overcome evil with 
good. 

1 Corinthians 9:24-27 Know ye not that they which run in a race 
run all, but one receiveth the prize? So run, that ye may obtain. 
And every man that striveth for the mastery is temperate in all 
things. Now they do it to obtain a corruptible crown; but we an 
incorruptible. I therefore so run, not as uncertainly; so fight I, 
not as one that beateth the air: But I keep under my body, and 

bring it into subjection: lest that by any means, when I have 
preached to others, I myself should be a castaway. 



1 John 1:8 If we say that we have no sin, we deceive 
ourselves, and the truth is not in us. 10 If we say that we have 

not sinned, we make him a liar, and his word is not in us.

1 John 1:7 But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we 
have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus 

Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin. 

1 John 1:9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to 
forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all 

unrighteousness.

1 Corinthians 15:20-23 But now is Christ risen from the dead, 
and become the firstfruits of them that slept. For since by man 
came death, by man came also the resurrection of the dead. For 
as in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive. But 

every man in his own order: Christ the firstfruits; afterward 
they that are Christ's at his coming. 

1 Corinthians 15:24-26 Then cometh the end, when he shall 
have delivered up the kingdom to God, even the Father; when 

he shall have put down all rule and all authority and power. For 
he must reign, till he hath put all enemies under his feet. The 

last enemy that shall be destroyed is death. 



1 Corinthians 15:52-58 53 For this corruptible must put on 
incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality. 54 So 

when this corruptible shall have put on incorruption, and this 
mortal shall have put on immortality, then shall be brought to 

pass the saying that is written, Death is swallowed up in victory. 
55 O death, where is thy sting? O grave, where is thy victory? 
56 The sting of death is sin; and the strength of sin is the law. 

57 But thanks be to God, which giveth us the victory through 
our Lord Jesus Christ. 58 Therefore, my beloved brethren, be ye 

stedfast, unmoveable, always abounding in the work of the Lord, 
forasmuch as ye know that your labour is not in vain in the Lord.

he will dwell with them, and they shall be his people, and God 

himself shall be with them, and be their God. And God shall 
wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more 

death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any 
more pain: for the former things are passed away. 



Revelation 21:5-8 And he that sat upon the throne said, 
Behold, I make all things new. And he said unto me, Write: 

for these words are true and faithful. And he said unto me, It 
is done. I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end. I 
will give unto him that is athirst of the fountain of the water 

of life freely. He that overcometh shall inherit all things; 
and I will be his God, and he shall be my son. But the 

fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and 
murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, 
and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth

with fire and brimstone: which is the second death.

For consider 
him that endured such contradiction of sinners against 
himself, lest ye be wearied and faint in your minds. Ye 
have not yet resisted unto blood, striving against sin.
