Ye shall 
dwell in booths seven days; all that are Israelites born shall 
dwell in booths: That your generations may know that I made 
the children of Israel to dwell in booths, when I brought them 
out of the land of Egypt: I am the LORD your God.

The Time In The Wilderness



2 Corinthians 5:1-4  For we know that if our earthly house of 
this tabernacle were dissolved, we have a building of God, an 
house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens. For in this 
we groan, earnestly desiring to be clothed upon with our 
house which is from heaven: If so be that being clothed we 
shall not be found naked. For we that are in this tabernacle 
do groan, being burdened: not for that we would be 
unclothed, but clothed upon, that mortality might be 
swallowed up of life.

2 Peter 1:13-15  Yea, I think it meet, as long as I am in this 
tabernacle, to stir you up by putting you in remembrance; 
Knowing that shortly I must put off this my tabernacle, even 
as our Lord Jesus Christ hath shewed me. Moreover I will 
endeavour that ye may be able after my decease to have 
these things always in remembrance.

Deuteronomy 8:3-5 And He humbled thee, and suffered thee 
to hunger, and fed thee with manna, which thou knewest not, 
neither did thy fathers know; that He might make thee know 
that man doth not live by bread only, but by every word that 
proceedeth out of the mouth of the LORD doth man live. Thy 
raiment waxed not old upon thee, neither did thy foot swell, 
these forty years. Thou shalt also consider in thine heart, that, 
as a man chasteneth his son, so the LORD thy God chasteneth 
thee.

Psalms 78:1-8  Give ear, O my people, to my law: incline your 
ears to the words of my mouth. I will open my mouth in a 
parable: I will utter dark sayings of old: Which we have heard 
and known, and our fathers have told us. We will not hide 
them from their children, shewing to the generation to come 
the praises of the LORD, and his strength, and his wonderful 
works that he hath done. For he established a testimony in 
Jacob, and appointed a law in Israel, which he commanded our 
fathers, that they should make them known to their children: 
That the generation to come might know them, even the 
children which should be born; who should arise and declare 
them to their children: That they might set their hope in God, 
and not forget the works of God, but keep his 
commandments: And might not be as their fathers, a stubborn 
and rebellious generation; a generation that set not their heart 
aright, and whose spirit was not stedfast with God. 



Psalms 78:9-16 The children of Ephraim, being armed, and carrying bows, 
turned back in the day of battle. They kept not the covenant of God, and 
refused to walk in his law; And forgat his works, and his wonders that he 
had shewed them. Marvellous things did he in the sight of their fathers, in 
the land of Egypt, in the field of Zoan. He divided the sea, and caused them 
to pass through; and he made the waters to stand as an heap. In the 
daytime also he led them with a cloud, and all the night with a light of fire. 
He clave the rocks in the wilderness, and gave them drink as out of the great 
depths. He brought streams also out of the rock, and caused waters to run 
down like rivers. And they sinned yet more against him by provoking the 
most High in the wilderness. And they tempted God in their heart by asking 
meat for their lust. Yea, they spake against God; they said, Can God furnish a 
table in the wilderness? Behold, he smote the rock, that the waters gushed 
out, and the streams overflowed; can he give bread also? can he provide 
flesh for his people? Therefore the LORD heard this, and was wroth: so a fire 
was kindled against Jacob, and anger also came up against Israel; Because 
they believed not in God, and trusted not in his salvation: Though he had 
commanded the clouds from above, and opened the doors of heaven, And 
had rained down manna upon them to eat, and had given them of the corn 
of heaven.



Isaiah 41:8-10 But thou, Israel, art My servant, Jacob whom I 
have chosen, the seed of Abraham my friend. Thou whom I 
have taken from the ends of the earth, and called thee from 
the chief men thereof, and said unto thee, Thou art My 
servant; I have chosen thee, and not cast thee away. Fear thou 
not; for I am with thee: be not dismayed; for I am thy God: I 
will strengthen thee; yea, I will help thee; yea, I will uphold 
thee with the right hand of My righteousness.

Jeremiah 29:10-13 For thus saith the LORD, That after seventy 
years be accomplished at Babylon I will visit you, and perform 
My good word toward you, in causing you to return to this 
place. For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith 
the LORD, thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you an 
expected end. Then shall ye call upon Me, and ye shall go and 
pray unto Me, and I will hearken unto you. And ye shall seek 
Me, and find Me, when ye shall search for Me with all your 
heart. 



Psalms 107:1-9 O give thanks unto the LORD, for He is good: 
for His mercy endureth for ever. Let the redeemed of the LORD 
say so, whom He hath redeemed from the hand of the enemy; 
And gathered them out of the lands, from the east, and from 
the west, from the north, and from the south. They wandered 
in the wilderness in a solitary way; they found no city to dwell 
in. Hungry and thirsty, their soul fainted in them. Then they 
cried unto the LORD in their trouble, and He delivered them 
out of their distresses. And He led them forth by the right way, 
that they might go to a city of habitation. Oh that men would 
praise the LORD for His goodness, and for His wonderful works 
to the children of men! For He satisfieth the longing soul, and 
filleth the hungry soul with goodness. 



Exodus 34:6-7 And the LORD passed by before him, and 
proclaimed, The LORD, The LORD God, merciful and gracious, 
longsuffering, and abundant in goodness and truth, Keeping 
mercy for thousands, forgiving iniquity and transgression and 
sin, and that will by no means clear the guilty; visiting the 
iniquity of the fathers upon the children, and upon the 
children's children, unto the third and to the fourth generation.

Psalms 119:68 Thou art good, and doest good; teach me Thy 
statutes.



Psalms 25:8-10 Good and upright is the LORD: therefore will 
He teach sinners in the way. The meek will He guide in 
judgment: and the meek will He teach His way. All the paths of 
the LORD are mercy and truth unto such as keep His covenant 
and His testimonies. 

Psalms 33:5 He loveth righteousness and judgment: the earth 
is full of the goodness of the LORD.

Psalms 100:5 For the LORD is good; His mercy is everlasting; 
and His truth endureth to all generations. 

Psalms 86:5 For Thou, Lord, art good, and ready to forgive; 
and plenteous in mercy unto all them that call upon Thee. 

Psalms 34:8 O taste and see that the LORD is good: blessed is 
the man that trusteth in Him. 



Luke 6:35-36 But love ye your enemies, and do good, and 
lend, hoping for nothing again; and your reward shall be great, 
and ye shall be the children of the Highest: for He is kind unto 
the unthankful and to the evil. Be ye therefore merciful, as 
your Father also is merciful. 

Matthew 5:44-45 But I say unto you, Love your enemies, bless 
them that curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray 
for them which despitefully use you, and persecute you; That 
ye may be the children of your Father which is in heaven: for 
He maketh His sun to rise on the evil and on the good, and 
sendeth rain on the just and on the unjust. 



1 John 4:7-10 Beloved, let us love one another: for love is of 
God; and every one that loveth is born of God, and knoweth 
God. He that loveth not knoweth not God; for God is love. In 
this was manifested the love of God toward us, because that 
God sent His only begotten Son into the world, that we might 
live through Him. Herein is love, not that we loved God, but 
that He loved us, and sent His Son to be the propitiation for 
our sins.

1 John 1:9 If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to 
forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 



Romans 12:1-2 I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the 
mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, 
holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. 
And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by 
the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that 
good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.

Father: but the very hairs of your head are all numbered. Fear 
not therefore: ye are of more value than many sparrows.

Matthew 23:37  ...how often would I have gathered thy 
children together, even as a hen gathereth her chickens under 
her wings...



Psalms 103:8-13 The LORD is merciful and gracious, slow to 
anger, and plenteous in mercy. He will not always chide: 
neither will He keep His anger for ever. He hath not dealt with 
us after our sins; nor rewarded us according to our iniquities.
